Response Identifier (RESID)
The RESID, or Response Identifier field on the LSR page, is populated by CLECs as part of the pre-ordering process for:

· The Batch Hot Cut (BHC) process
· Reserving Due Dates and Appointment Times (APPTIMEs) (LSOR 09.01+) for the following products that require a dispatch to the End User’s premise:

· ABBS Line Sharing

· HFPSL

· Line Share One

· Basic POTS Resale

· Local Wholesale Complete™ (LWC™)
