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271LS Basics

· A 12-state (offer not made in CT) commercial agreement 

· Offers residential and business dial tone.  

· Offers a full line of local circuit switching ports (e.g. POTS, PBX, Centrex, BRI) subject to state specific availability.  

· Allows CLECs to offer switched services without making the capital investment for circuit switches.  

· 271LS ports can be used to provide line splitting for CLEC end users. Line splitting is the sole responsibility of the CLEC.

· 271 Local Switching is offered consistent with the FCC's Triennial Review Order and is subject to the "just and reasonable" requirements outlined by Sections 201 and 202.  271 Local Switching is offered outside the requirements of Sections 251 and 252.

Basic Offering Parameters

· End Office switching with port terminated to collocation.

· Single monthly recurring rate per 271LS Port.

· Single rate MOU based on switch usage.

· Routing and local transport of local, intraLATA, interLATA calls to end users, other Carriers, and IXC POPs.   Toll traffic handed off to IXC; PIC & LIPC to IXC required.

· Mandatory EAS (1-way and 2-way) calling scopes included. 

· Associated use of signaling and call-related databases, such as SS7, 800, CNAM, E-911, LIDB.

· E-911 administration and maintenance. End-User Service Address must be supplied.

· Includes 1 White Page listing.

· Provides Daily Usage File (DUF) to facilitate end-user billing and third party (including intercarrier) compensation.

· Use of switch-based vertical features available at the EO providing the access line.*
* This applies to features that are loaded and activated at the end office switch according to the vendor generic delivered.

Terms & Conditions
· 1 month minimum billing of each 271LS Port,

· Subject to modification upon 120 days notice
· 271LS is supported through current Ordering and Trouble Reporting Interfaces 

· CLEC solely responsible for end user 900/976 calls and associated charges 

Operational Efficiencies

The AT&T ILECs and CLEC agree to mutually work together on electronic flow through and trouble reporting.

Pricing

Recurring port rate based on an average business line rate less average UNE loop.  Rate includes all available features.  Rate is based upon an average 12 state average.  Willing to consider alternative to a 12 state average price based upon customer specific request. 
Third Party Compensation

· CLEC would be considered a facility-based carrier for purposes of third party and intercarrier compensation (including intercarrier) for 271LS access lines and/or numbers in the same manner as ULS/UNE-P, and AT&T ILECs will assign any rights/obligations it might have to third-party compensation for traffic originating from or terminating to 271LS access lines and/or numbers, and CLEC will indemnify AT&T ILECs with respect to such traffic. 

· Compensation arrangements with third parties (including ILECs, IXCs, other CLECs, Wireless, etc.) are the sole responsibility of CLEC.

· CLEC would be responsible for any billing and/or payment of originating and terminating access charges for associated traffic originating from or terminating to 271LS access lines and/or numbers.
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
