This Accessible Letter provides business process information regarding SBC Southwest Region 5-
State BAN Default criteria to be implemented in conjunction with the First Quarter 2004 Pre-
Ordering and Ordering Interface release scheduled for March 13, 2004. LSOR changes were
included in CLECALLS03-174 and CLECALLS04-210.

Currently in the SBC Southwest Region 5-State, CLECs have the option of populating or omitting
the Biling Account Number (BAN) on an LSR. With this Release, it will be necessary for CLECs
operating in the SBC Southwest Region 5-State, to have DEFAULT BAN(s) for products ordered
under REQTYPS E, K, P, R, T & Z. When the Activity (ACT) is N, V or W, and the BAN1 field is
blank, SBC will create the order with the applicable default billing information on file. This process
change is applicable in all versions and to manually submitted requests.

Criteria for the default BAN s based on geographic location, 1% position of TOS and CC/LSP AUTH.
If only one BAN exists for the default criteria, that BAN will be used as the default. If multiple
BANS exist, SBC will use the BAN with the highest line number s the default.

Changing Default BAN after Conversion
+ CLECs will have the option of establishing a new BANto use as the default.
+ CLECs can also designate an existing BANto replace the DEFAULT BAN.

I CLECs establish additional BAN(s) at a later date, SBC will continue to use the DEFAULT
BAN on file, unless directed to change.

+ CLECs will notify their ACCOUNT MANAGER to establish, change or update DEFAULT BANS.
