LNP to Resale WLP Migrations allows a CLEC End-User to migrate (Port In, Port Back, Port Back Non-Home) a telephone number from a Facility Based Provider to a Resale WLP Local Service Provider (CLEC).

· LNP Telephone Numbers that have been disconnected do not qualify for this process.
LSR Restrictions

· REQTYP: E, M

· ACT TYP: V

· MI:  A, B, C, D

· LNA: V
· LCON required

· If the number and the address are not in the same Toll Messaging Center, number cannot be ported, unless it goes in as a Remote Call Forwarding class of service
· Follow LSOR business rules for Resale Basic or WLP for ACT V
· FOC and concurrence from the Facility Based Provider to the LCSC has a 48-hour turn-around time

Note:  After 48 hours if no receipt of FOC/Concurrence the LSC will escalate to the Facility Based Provider

· Remark Information: State that numbers are being Ported Back/In and list all telephone number(s).
