Definition:

This information applies to both single-line REQTYP B and Single LSRs in a BULK Arrangement.
Provides an LNP work around process for combining REQTYP CB and BB using a single LSR when the NPT=D.  
The most common scenario for combining REQTYP CB and BB is a request to port out an account that includes a RingMaster® number.  Since there is not a loop associated with the RingMaster®, the porting request cannot be included on the LSR to port out the main telephone number with loop unless the CLEC wants to disconnect the RingMaster® number. 

When the Ring master is porting and the Main account number is porting with a loop, The CLEC will submit a REQTYP BB:

· Place the ring master number the LSNP screen/page of the LSR
· The RingMaster® number will be populated in the Ported Number field.  The associated CABLE ID must be populated with P1111
· The associated CHAN/PAIR and/or CHAN/PAIR 2 fields must be populated with 1111
(NOTE: Though Cable ID / Chan Pair information for RingMaster® will be sent back on the FOC.  No provisioning can be provided)

· Then continue Ordering processing business as usual

· ACTTYP: V

· MI: A, B, C, D
· LNA: V

· Follow appropriate REQTYP B Product Guidelines in SE LSOR

The following information must be entered on the loop service with number portability tab:

· Porting telephone number

· LNA=V

· Cable ID and Chan Pair for loop

· RingMaster® telephone number

· LNA = V

· Cable ID and Chan Pair and/ or Chanpair2 for Loop (NOTE: Though Cable ID/Chanpair information for RingMaster® will be sent back on the FOC.  No provisioning can be provided)

· The information for the RingMaster telephone number porting out with the unique CABLE ID, CHAN/PAIR and/or CHAN/PAIR 2 fields must be entered on the LSNP- Loop Service Number Port screen/page of the LSR.
