San Diego California Underground Cable Surcharge

Background

Effective July 1, 2007 AT&T implemented CA PUC decision (CA 06-12-039) to recover costs associated with underground aerial telephone facilities in the City of San Diego California.

Availability

All local telephone service provided over AT&T lines in San Diego will be subject to the surcharge including:

· Local Wholesale CompleteTM (LWCTM) & Commercial Coin (REQTYP M)

· Loop (REQTYP A)

· Residence & Business Basic & Assured

· Basic Resale (REQTYP E)

Limitations

CLECs with End Users who are “ULTS” (Universal Life Line Subscribers) are exempt from this surcharge.

Ordering

CLEC End Users who are exempt from the surcharge are identified in AT&T’s records with the “LLSE” FID.

LS Edits have been established to ensure valid application of surcharge where applicable:

· LS9783 – “LSR AFA Prohibited”

· LS4294 – “LSR AFA prohibited with REQTYP and SC combination”

· LS9784 – “LSR ACCOUNT FEATURE LIFEL invalid”

· LS9785 – “LSR ACCOUNT FEATURE invalid”

To order Life Line service, the ACCOUNT FEATURE field on the LSR Form must be populated with the “LIFEL” USOC.

Billing

AT&T California has provided a list of circuits and telephone numbers which the CLECs were billed a surcharge.

CLECs have been instructed to identify those lines that are “ULTS” and return the report along with a return email address, company name, and ACNA 10 days prior to their next bill and mailto: billinglscdisputes@att.com.  Credit for billed surcharges will appear with PON “REGSDSRCHLLCR.”
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
