UAN or UniServ provides a 7-digit (10-digit where 10 digit dialing is required) telephone number which can be used LATAwide.  The clients of the UAN customer are able to dial the 7-digit (10-digit where 10 digit dialing is required) designated terminating location of the UAN customer.

Uniform Access Number (UAN), Custom Service Area (CSA), and Automatic Number Identification (ANI) are service offerings introduced via the Open Network Architecture (ONA) General Subscriber Services Tariff (GSST) filings.

Uniform Access Number (UAN) UAN provides a 7-digit telephone number that can be used on a LATA wide basis.  The same number can be used throughout the region for access to the UAN customer.  Clients (end users) of the UAN customer are able to dial the 7-digit number from locations within the LATA, and the call is routed to a designated termination location of the UAN customer.

Custom Service Area (CSA) CSA allows the UAN customer to define a specific geographic area for providing service.  The UAN customer is able to choose the end offices from which clients may dial to reach the UAN number.  Calls received from other end offices will be blocked.

Automatic Number Identification (ANI) ANI provides the capability of delivering the calling party's billing number to the UAN customer.  The UAN customer must provide premises equipment to receive the ANI information.
