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Chapter 1

Overview of Data Validation Files

This user guide will help you learn what you need to know about obtaining Data Validation Files. 

Data Validation files are files containing information that can be used to populate a database, or in place of performing pre-order transactions.  The record layout structure of each file will be consistent throughout all AT&T 12-State Regions.  Variances in population of the data in such files will depend on the availability of that data in source back-end systems. The file layout records for these documents are contained in Chapter 4.

The following data validation files will be available throughout all AT&T 12-State Region:
· SAG – Street Address Guide

· Feature Availability/Service Availability by Switch

· Directory Names

· Class of Service Codes

· USOC (Universal Service Order Code)

· Community Names

· Yellow Page Headings

· PIC/LPIC (InterLATA/IntraLATA)

· Alternate Community Name, North and South,  AT&T West Region Only

The Data Validation files will be updated on a monthly basis.

Chapter 2

Access to the Files:

Data Validation files will be available through the following mediums:

· Pre-Ordering Graphical User Interface (GUI)  - Verigate
· CLEC Online
The data validation files can be obtained by downloading via the pre-order GUI (Verigate) or the file layout records through CLEC on-line.  
 CLEC On-line requires access to the CLEC Web Site via the Internet. The Data Validation files can be accessed via the CLEC Online Website at https://clec.att.com/ . Click on CLEC Handbook, then select a region from the drop-down box at the top of the page. From the Handbook main menu, select Ordering and then Data Validation Files.
Pre-ordering Graphical User Interface (Verigate) requires access to the AT&T 12-State web toolbar.  Toolbar access is obtained via the block id request form.

Due to the large size of the tables in some of the Data Validation files, it is recommended that users open the files into a database type application that supports large table extractions.

Chapter 3

Description of Files

Address Validation

Provides information to ensure that addresses submitted on Service Orders are valid 

Feature Availability

Provides information to identify desired features and prefixes that are available for the requested area by a particular Central Office or switch

Directory Names

Identifies directory names and subsections for purposes of ordering foreign listings. 
Class of Service

Provides information about classes of service and Uniform Service Order Codes (USOCs).  Codes which determine the type of service, customers will have, i.e. Residential, Business.

USOCs / FIDS 

Provides USOCs and FIDs that are used to indicate the types of new or changed products and services when requesting due dates and submitting orders. A three or five character alphabetical, numerical, or alphanumeric code that identifies a specific item of service or equipment on the service order and on the Customer Service Information Report.

Community Names

Provides a list of community names in full and/or abbreviated format.  Consult regional business rules in the CLEC Handbook for instructions on which form to use when submitting orders.
Yellow Page Headings

The Yellow Page Headings data specifies the acceptable heading codes and verbiage for directory listings orders.    

PIC / LPIC 

Pre-subscribed Interexchange Carrier (PIC) or Local Pre-subscribed Intraexchange Carrier (LPIC). The Interexchange & Intraexchange  Customer (IC) that an End User (EU) has selected to provide "Dial 1+" functionality for Interstate and/or Intrastate calling within a particular switch.

Alternate Community Name ---North.   Northern California and Nevada
Provides a list of the Community Names or the prestige name for a listed address and the Alternate Community Name or the postal address or the service address.

Alternate Community Name ---South.
Southern California
Provides a list of the Community Names or the prestige name for a listed address and the Alternate Community Name or the postal address or the service address.

Codes in the ACNA Description Column for the AT&T Midwest Region:

DNA* - "DO NOT ACCEPT" RESTRICTION

· Identifies carriers that have advised the AT&T Midwest Region that they do not wish to be selected by end users under any circumstances.

· Any carrier designated by DNA* is not PIC-able. 

· Users must contact the carrier and the carrier will submit the order.

DNO* - "DO NOT OFFER" RESTRICTION

· The prefix means do not offer when reading the list of available carriers.

· The prefix DNO* is added in front of the carrier's name. (DNO* Joe's Phone)

B* - "PREFERS BUSINESS CUSTOMER ONLY" RESTRICTION

· When reading the list of available carriers to a residential customer, those with a B* prefix should not be included.  If a residential customer asks for a B* restricted carrier, explain that the requested carrier prefers business customers only.  Offer to give the carrier's telephone number to the customer. 

· If the residential customer claims that they have already spoken with the restricted carrier, and the carrier agreed to sign them up as a new customer, then the B* carrier may be selected.

R* - “PREFERS RESIDENCE CUSTOMER ONLY" RESTRICTION
· When reading the list of available carriers to a business customer, those with an R* prefix should not be included.  If a business customer asks for an R* restricted carrier, explain that the requested carrier prefers residence customers only.  Offer to give the carrier's telephone number to the customer.
