Centrex TN Activation/Deactivation for Future Use :  RV8TX/R25 USOC

When activating/deactivating a Centrex station and reserving the TN for future use, CLECs are required to enter the RV8TX USOC (Midwest, Southwest, and West), or R25 (CT) as appropriate, in the REMARKS section of the LSR as follows:

· RV8TX CX 1234445678 (single TN)

· RV8TX CX 1234445678,1235556789 (multiple TNs, different prefix)

· RV8TX CX 5678,5679 (multiple TNs, same area code and prefix)

· RV8TX CX 1234445678-5690 (range, same area code and prefix)

· RV8TX CX 5678-5690 (range, same area code and prefix)
This entry is required for the following:

· ACT C, LNA C

· ACT V, LNA V

· ACT T, LNA T

Migration LSR Ordering Process for Accounts with Reserved Telephone Numbers

A CLEC may submit a migration request with reserved TNs on the account (RV8TX) by submitting the LSR with the following options:

Option 1. CLEC requests full migration

· CLEC submits LSR with ACT W:  

· The LSC will issue the migration orders including all of the RV8TXs on the account.

Option 2: CLEC either wants to delete or keep RV8TXs on account.

· CLEC submits LSR with ACT V. 

· This will require a note in the Remarks section of the LSR advising the LSC if the CLEC wants to migrate the RV8TXs or delete them.

Option 3: CLEC requests migrate account with  RV8TXs and activate them as working TNs.

· CLEC should submit LSR and a CRS page with an ACT V with LNA N for each RV8TX they want activated. 

· CLEC should use the applicable USOC and FIDs (if applicable) for each TN they want activated.

· The migration and the activation of the RV8TXs can be done on (1) LSR.
