CLLI Code Assignment for Collocation space in an AT&T Eligible Structure 

Physical and Virtual

 Midwest, West, Southwest Regions

The appropriate CLLI code will be provided by the CLLI Code Assignment Group (CAG) via the CLONES system.
For Caged Physical Collocation Arrangements, a CLEC will have one (1) unique CLLI-11 code per physical cage per central office. 
If CLEC has a second physical cage in a given central office, the CLEC will have a different unique CLLI-11 code.

If CLEC submits a request for additional space to an existing cage arrangement, the existing CLLI-11 code will be used if the addition can be accommodated by expanding the existing cage.
 If the contiguous space is not available, the CLEC will be asked to cancel the augment application an issue a new cage request.  
For each Physical Cageless or Virtual Arrangements, a CLEC will have one (1) unique CLLI-11 code for each arrangement type. If a CLEC has a second Cageless or Virtual arrangement in a given central office, they will not receive a different CLLI-11.
Southeast Region
When a customer collocates inside a Telco central office, he will be assigned a CLLI-11 code for that arrangement. That CLLI-11 code will be used on his ordering and billing documents for the collocation and will also be used on the physical interconnection facility records that are built into that same collocation arrangement for that customer.

When the same customer has both a physical and virtual collocation arrangement in the same CO, different CLLI-11codes will be established for each one. If the same customer has multiple collocations of the same type in the same CO, a separate CLLI-11 code will be assigned for each one that is not contiguous and existing arrangement.

Guest/Host Arrangement: If a separate customer ‘uses’ that collocation arrangement, that new customer will be assigned his own CLLI-11 code for his own services but he may use the initial customer’s interconnection CFAs. However, the new customer using that existing arrangement may request his own interconnection facilities and those will be named to that new customer’s CLLI-11 code.
