NON-STANDARD COLLOCATION REQUEST

INSTRUCTIONS
1.   AT&T shall promptly consider and analyze the submission of a Non-Standard Collocation Request (NSCR) that AT&T receives for:  (a) an ILEC Collocation method not otherwise provided hereunder at the time of such request, (b) Adjacent Collocation, (c) Non-Standard Bay Collocation, (d) an increment of space not otherwise provided hereunder at the time of such request, or (e) other (e.g., power) in each case in specific AT&T Premises.

2.   An NSCR shall be submitted in writing and attached to a collocation application (if applicable - i.e., associated with any other standard offering request) to the Collocation Service Center (CSC) noted on the NSCR, (Form attached hereto as Attachment 1) and shall include all information necessary for AT&T to review and analyze such NSCR.  If any portion of the collocation order application contains non-standard requirements, the entire application will be processed in accordance with this NSCR process and intervals.  

3.   Within ten (10) calendar days of its receipt, AT&T shall acknowledge receipt of the NSCR and the availability of space to meet such request (if complete and accurate when first received) if applicable.

4.   Within thirty (30) calendar days (Collocation Analysis Period) of its receipt of all information required to be provided on the NSCR Form, AT&T shall notify Requesting Carrier whether AT&T will offer such NSCR or will provide an explanation as to why AT&T will not make such NSCR available.  If AT&T will offer the NSCR, AT&T shall provide Requesting Carrier a price quote and estimated availability date for such development (NSCR Quote).  AT&T shall provide an NSCR Quote as soon as feasible, but in any event not more than thirty (30) days from the date AT&T received such NSCR and all necessary information to process such NSCR.

5.   Within twenty (20) calendar days of its receipt of the NSCR Quote, the Requesting Carrier must either confirm its order, pursuant to the NSCR Quote, or cancel same and pay AT&T's costs, incurred to date of cancellation.  The NSCR shall be cancelled by AT&T if it does not receive the Requesting Carrier's confirmation or cancellation within those twenty calendar days.  If AT&T cancels the request, Requesting Carrier may be billed (time and materials) for AT&T's efforts in developing such NSCR Quote.  

6.   Requesting Carrier may cancel an NSCR at any time, but shall pay AT&T’s reasonable costs of processing and/or implementing the NSCR up to the date of cancellation.
