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GLOSSARY 
PHYSICAL - DEFINITIONS

Active Central Office “CO” Switchroom Space - Denotes the existing, central office switchroom space, which can be designated for physical collocation, with sufficient infrastructure systems.  Also denotes central office space that may contain obsolete unused equipment.

Adjacent Structure - A Collocator provided structure placed on AT&T property adjacent to an Eligible Structure.  This arrangement is only permitted when space is legitimately exhausted inside the Eligible Structure and to the extent technically feasible.

Augment - A request from a Collocator to add equipment and/or cable to an existing complete physical collocation arrangement.

CIPP (Collocation Interconnect Power Panel) - DC Power panel for Power termination. Two DC Power panels are available: (1) A DC power panel designed to provide either 20, 40 or 50 (Maximum) AMPS (redundant) of DC voltage, (2) A DC Power Panel designed to provide either 100 or 200 (Maximum) AMPS (redundant) of DC voltage. 

Custom Work Charge - Denotes the unique charges associated with providing a Collocator-specific request (via a standard custom work order) for AT&T provided installation of physical structures and AT&T provided labor.  Custom Work Charges are optional and will be developed solely at the request of a Collocator.  

Dedicated Space - Denotes the space dedicated for the Collocator’s physical collocation arrangement located in a AT&T Eligible Structure.

Eligible Structure - Eligible Structure refers to AT&T's central offices and serving wire centers, as well as all buildings or similar structures owned or leased by AT&T that house its network facilities, and all structures that house AT&T's facilities on public rights-of-way, including but not limited to vaults containing loop concentrators or similar structures.

Infrastructure systems - the structural components, such as floors capable of supporting equipment loads, heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC) systems, electrical systems (AC power), high efficiency filtration, humidity controls, remote alarms, compartmentation and smoke purge.

Legitimately Exhausted - For the purposes of determining when Adjacent Structure collocation provisions are applicable, an office is considered Legitimately Exhausted when AT&T denies a collocation request due to space constraints on an uncontested basis; or if contested, the closure is upheld by the Third Party Engineer review and/or the Commission.

Other Central Office “CO” Space - Denotes the space within the central office which can be designated for physical collocation where infrastructure systems do not currently exist and must be constructed.

Preparation Charges - Denotes those charges associated with the initial preparation of the Collocator’s Dedicated Space.  

Unused Space - Denotes any space in the Eligible Structure which is not occupied by AT&T personnel and/or occupied by or reserved for AT&T network equipment or needed for access to occupied or reserved space.  May also be used to denote space within a specific Collocator's area that is not occupied by or reserved for Collocator's equipment.

Individual Case Bases (ICB) Southwest and West only An ICB quote is prepared by AT&T to estimate nonrecurring and recurring charges associated with the requested Physical Collocation Space where a state specific Appendix Pricing rate element does not exist.  This ICB quote is prepared specifically for collocation requests and is not associated in any way with the Bona Fide Request (BFR) process used to request UNEs or other unique items not contained in a Collocator's ICA.  The ICB will be subject to true-up one hundred-twenty (120) calendar days following the job completion date.

Non–Standard Collocation Request (NSCR) Midwest only An NSCR quote is prepared by AT&T to estimate nonrecurring and recurring charges associated with the requested Physical Collocation Space where a state specific Appendix Pricing rate element does not exist.  This NSCR quote is prepared specifically for collocation requests and is not associated in any way with the Bona Fide Request (BFR) process used to request UNEs or other unique items not contained in a Collocator's ICA.  The NSCR will be subject to true-up one hundred-twenty (120) calendar days following the job completion date.
