This Accessible Letter provides notification that AT&T 12-State is streamlining both its Local Service Ordering Requirements (LSOR) and Local Service Pre-Order Requirements (LSPOR) documentation and Accessible Letter announcements for CLEC Wholesale Releases.  These Releases are normally in March, July and November of each year.  Effective with the March 16, 2019 Release, the following changes will be implemented:
LSOR and LSPOR Documentation:
· When a Release does not impact the LSOR/LSPOR (e.g. The Release does not contain a new field, new value, change in business rule), the LSOR/LSPOR version number will not change.  Instead, the document will retain its current dot version because there are no changes to the documents. 
· Example:  The version number of the LSOR/LSPOR documents for the November 10, 2018 Release will be 10.28.  The March 16, 2019 Release has no planned impacts to these documents.  Therefore, the version number will remain at 10.28. 
· This non-incremental process will remain for each Release until there is a Release that would necessitate a change to the LSOR/LSPOR.   
· When a Release does impact the LSOR/LSPOR, then the new version number will be incremented. 
Release Accessible Letters:
· When a Release does not impact the LSOR/LSPOR, a streamlined Accessible Letter process will be utilized.  A single Accessible Letter will be provided to announce, among other information, that there are no CLEC impacts with this Release and that the LSOR/LSPOR version number will remain the same.  Additional Accessible Letters addressing system downtimes and CLEC test environments will be provided as applicable.  This streamlined approach will replace the current method of issuing an assortment of Accessible Letters for the LSOR/LSPOR, applications and user guides. 
· When a Release does impact the LSOR/LSPOR, a complete set of Accessible Letters addressing LSOR/LSPOR updates and application impacts will be provided based on CMP Release timelines (as is currently done today).
These changes will align our LSOR/LSPOR documentation and Release Accessible announcements in a consistent manner across all releases.  This will provide CLECs with a streamlined approach for disseminating Release information and documentation when there are no changes to the LSOR/LSPOR.
Changes addressed in this Accessible Letter will be reviewed and discussed at the next CMP/CUF meeting, scheduled for October 10, 2018.
