SPECIAL NOTE: The codes listed in the AT&T Carrier Coding Guides are the codes that AT&T plans to use on a going forward basis and Customers are encouraged to utilize these codes.  Many codes that are still reflected in the Tariffs or M&Ps are no longer nationally recognized as valid.  There may be a “Lag” time or “Advance” time between the documentation in the CCGs and when all other M&Ps and system changes or Client notifications can be / are made.  AT&T is committed to the use of valid national industry Standard Common Language® (CL) codes when possible. 
Due to needs of the business, we may at times have utilized non-standard coding.  We realize this may be an inconvenience to our Customers and Business Partners.  Our goal is to continue to work towards consistent use of nationally standard CL codes, while meeting AT&T’s overall business needs.  In addition, due to different implementation dates for various products, some codes contained in this document may be for products with future implementation dates.
