How to Use 

To enter or change a Speed Calling 8 number: 
· Listen for the dial tone. 
· Then for: 
· Touch-Tone - dial 74# 
· Rotary - dial 74 
· Select a one-digit code (2 through 9). 
· Listen for a dial tone. 
· Dial the code selected and the telephone number (example: 2 + 1 + 800 + 555-1212). 
· Two beeps confirm your entry. 
To enter or change a Speed Calling 30 number: 
· Listen for the dial tone. 
· Then for: 
· Touch-Tone - dial 75# 
· Rotary - dial 75 
· Select a two-digit code (20 through 49). 
· Listen for a dial tone. 
· Dial the code selected and the telephone number (example: 20 + 1 + 800 + 555-1212). 
· Two beeps confirm your entry. 
To call a number selected for Speed Calling 
1. Dial a one or two digit code. 

2. For Touch-Tone, add the # symbol when you dial the code.

Restrictions 

· Codes may be assigned to both local and long distance numbers 
· Maximum of 16 digits including access and routing codes 
· 1A ESS Central Office service codes (0, 00, 411, 911, etc..) can not be assigned to speed dial code 
· Not available on: 
· Party lines 
· Coin 
· ESSX 
· Centrex 
· Available on: 
· WATS 
· Interstate and intrastate OutWATS 
· [LA, MS, NC ] 
· Speed Calling 30 is not available in any type of package
