Description

Basic Local Exchange Service provides access to the network for long distance and local calling. 

· Is the exchange access lines (central office line equipment and all company plant facilities up to Standard Network Interface). 

· Is Company-provided and maintained. 

The local service area (local calling area): 

· Is the area a customer may call without long distance charges. 

· May include one or more exchanges.

Classifications 

Individual Lines affords the subscriber free and total use of the access line. Also referred to as private line, because no other subscriber shares line. 

1. Auxiliary Lines (7FB inward only service) available to customers having flat rate or measured rate service. Lines are arranged for receiving incoming calls only and must be located on same premises as two-way service. [KY] 

2. Trunk Lines terminate in PBX switching equipment, automatic call distributors, or any system of pooled facilities on the subscriber's premises. There are three types of trunk lines inward (receives incoming calls only), outward (make outgoing calls only), combination (inward and outward calling on same line). [KY] 

3. Party Line service is a classification of exchange service which provides two or more main stations to be served by the same central office line. [KY]

· This service is obsolete for new installations and transfers of service to new location.

Restrictions 

· All lines at same premise location must be same type, i.e. flat rate, measured service, etc 

· May be suspended at 1/2 rate 

· Not available on Coin Service 

· Custom Calling Features not available on party line service. 
· Measured Service not available on party line service.
