Restrictions

· Not offered if LOS-B is available Partial minutes count as full minutes Measured Service (LMS) charges do not apply to calls to: BSC/RSC, Repair, 911, Directory Assistance, Operator Check COFFI screen for availability No limit to incoming calls Usage allowances for dialed sent paid local calls within the basic local calling area (Basic LCA) A combination of Flat, Standard or Low-Use Measured, LOS-B or Message Rate Service when they are available in the exchange will not be furnished to the same subscriber at the same location Applicant at the same business location, even in the same office, may each subscribe to a different type of service as long as each applicant has a different account and the applicants do not share a communication or other key-type system 

· The exceptions to the mixing restrictions for business locations are listed following: 

· Hotel and Hospital premises where Flat Rate Service may be furnished for the exclusive use of the hotel or hospital management, in addition to the measured, Local Optional Service Option B or message service ordinarily provided in guests' or patients' rooms and lobbies This exception does not permit the combining of measured or message rate trunks Guests or patients may contract separately for one of the services (Flat, Measured, Message or Local Optional Service Option B) which may otherwise be available to them Premises where semipublic or public telephones may be properly located Non-administrative lines connected to secretarial service facilities and not furnished with outward service A flat or measured rate Foreign Exchange line which is switched at a location outside the basic local calling area of the normal service exchange 
· Premises where Back-Up Line service may be properly be located with flat rate primary line service
