37.1 Selective Call Routing Via Line Class Code

37.1.1 Description

Selective Call Routing provides Operator Services/Directory Assistance Branding. The requesting CLEC is assigned unique Line Class Codes (LCC) for the purpose of routing end user calls to the desired branding option.

A Customized Default Branding Platform is available using any combination of the following branding options.

A Customized Default Branding Platform is available, based on class of service, using any combination of the branding options previously described.
