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Description

Analog Private Line service is a dedicated analog connection between two or more locations. Although digital private lines offer greater accuracy and reliability, Analog Private Lines are still commonly used for voice links between locations and also for low-speed data. They also provide higher security for End Users with concerns about 'hackers' breaking into their computer systems over public telephone lines. 
Analog Private Lines are used for such data applications as:     

· Online database access     

· Electronic mail     

· Security monitoring     

· File transfer-low speed     

· Transaction processing
Common voice applications for Analog Private Lines include:     

· Tie lines     

· Off-Premise Station Line (OPS)     

· Foreign exchange (FX) lines     

· Automatic ring down circuits

Analog Private Line service is furnished where service components and operating conditions permit. 

Restrictions/Limitations

Analog Private Lines are not recommended for data applications requiring speeds greater than 19.2 Kbps.
