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Description   

Billed Number Screening selectively blocks collect and/or third-number billed calls to a particular end user's number.     

Availability   

Business and residence end users in California and Nevada.
Restrictions/Limitations   

Depending on the origination point, some calls may bypass the blocking systems.  Because of this limitation:   

· End users who accept collect calls will be liable for them   

· Third-Number billed calls would be investigated in the normal manner   

· BNS cannot be assigned to lines with TERs that have no telephone number assigned.
Note:  There is no guarantee that all collect and/or third number billed calls will be blocked.   

Ordering

FIDs   

BNS is established by using the FID TBE (Toll Billing Exception).     

· The TBE FID must be entered on each line the end user wants restricted.   

· FIDs may be mixed on the same account   

· On trunks, use TBE FID only when there is a seven-digit telephone number associated with the trunk   

· If telephone numbers are sequential and do not exceed 100 numbers per order, number range may be done.
The three types of screening that can be established on an end user's account carry these FIDs:   

· TBE A = No collect or third number billing   

· TBE B = No third number billing   

· TBE C = No collect billing
