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Description


International Direct Distance Dialing (IDDD) Blocking is an optional service available to Basic Exchange Resale Business lines. IDDD blocks business lines from:

· Long Distance Company Code dialing   

· 011 + 10XXX   

· Calls to the SBC Operator. (The Operator will refuse to put the call through.) 
· 0+ 011+ credit card number (Nevada)
When an End User (EU) dials any of these types of calls, the EU receives an announcement like:   

'We're sorry, your call cannot be completed as dialed. Please check the number and dial again, or call your Operator for assistance. This is a recording.' 
Important: End Users can continue to dial other types of numbers.   

For IDDD Unblocking, IDDD calls will be unblocked so End Users can complete an International call.
Availability


IDDD blocking is available in all switch types for Business single line and multiple lines.  

IDDD Unblocking:

· The service is available in all switch types except the DMS10.   

· It is offered on measured two-way service only.   

· It carries no monthly recurring nor nonrecurring charges and is available as a no-charge option to any Customer Owned Pay Telephone (COPT) company wishing to have it installed.
Restrictions/Limitations   

Nevada accounts with hunting, all lines in a hunt group are blocked.  The end user cannot choose which lines to block.
