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Description

Call Screen allows the end user to block incoming calls (up to 10 numbers) specified by the end user.  Calls can be blocked from a list of selected telephone numbers or the number the end user has just received a call from.  The list of numbers can be changed at any time. 
Callers whose numbers have been blocked hear a recorded message, and no usage charges apply (to those callers). The calling party's number is not delivered to the call recipient.  
Feature Activation 

To activate Call Screen, the end user picks up the phone and presses *60. The end user will be allowed to set up, review or change the list of numbers to be screened.   Feature is deactivated by pressing *80.  To block calls from the last number that called, dial #01#. 
Availability
Available to business and residence end users in California and Nevada where facilities and operating conditions permit.
