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Description 

Centrex Routed Number is a new, economical DID-like feature for Centrex end users.  This feature was developed in order to meet the FCC requirements for 'assigned' numbers.  The FCC Order on Numbering Routed Optimization requires all non-working numbers that are part of a Centrex Common Block, be returned to the pool of available numbers for assignment to other end users.  As of July 27, 2001, SBC is required to report existing reserve numbers. 

This feature, as well as a new Reserve Telephone Number Policy and a new NPA-NXX Code request process were developed to meet the ongoing needs of end-users due to the 180 day limitation. 

· Simply having a number built within the common block does NOT qualify the number as working. 

· To be considered working, a Centrex Routed Number must be routed to a working number within the same Centrex Common Block. 

· Centrex Routed Numbers are provisioned like other Centrex lines. 

· End user pays a nominal monthly rate for the service. 

· Telephone number reservations, for any other purpose than placing an order, may not be offered. 

· Telephone numbers can only be reserved for 30 calendar days. 

· CRN feature will assure the number(s): 
· Is assigned to a specific end user 

· Will not be reassigned to another end user 

· Available when needed
Availability 

· This feature is available throughout all of AT&T California.  

· For all existing and grandfathered Centrex Classes of Service 

· DMS100 switch and 5ESS switch 

· May be sold to existing and new Centrex end users as a means for maintaining certain required number block ranges necessary to support future growth requirements and/or maintain existing 4 or 5 digit dialing plan.
Restrictions/Limitations 

· AT&T will permit the reservation of telephone numbers in preparation for the installation of Centrex service. 

· If service order is not issued within 30 days, the NAC/Centrex Planner, will automatically remove the temporary reservation indicator and remove the numbers from the Centrex group, making the number available. 

· Installation due date is not a flexible date.  Number will be automatically reclassified if not working at the end of the 185 day period.
· Routed number USOCs will not count toward any system minimum line requirements. 

· Cannot refer calls outside of Centrex. 

· Can only route calls to a working number within the same Centrex Common Block. 

· Customized Announcement option not available. 

· No maximum number of route indices per Centrex.
Optional Features 

Centrex Routed Number is associated to a Route Index.  The Route Index must: 

· Point to a working number in the Centrex Common Block. 

· May have various services attached: 
· Voice Mail 

· Modem 

· Answering Machine
Ordering 

The regular order entries used for Basic Centrex will apply to Centrex Routed Number service with the following exceptions.  Refer to Centrex documentation for more information.
