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Description

Off-Premises Extension are lines extended from an end user’s primary location to a different business or residence premise address.

A premise is defined as:

· Any room of a building provided all of the room, or a portion thereof, is occupied by the end user in person or the end user’s personnel.

· Any two or more rooms located on the same floor of a building provided all of the rooms, or portions of each of the rooms, are occupied by the end user or the end user’s personnel.

· Any rooms on two or more successive or adjoining stories of a building provided all of the rooms, or portions of each of the rooms, are occupied by the end user in person or the end user’s personnel.

Continuous property is defined as:

· A property wholly owned or leased by an applicant or end user where all portions may be served without crossing a public thoroughfare or the property of another.

· The property of an applicant or end user when divided by a public thoroughfare is considered continuous provided applicants or end users furnish, at their own expense, an underground or enclosed overhead passageway suitable for the running of telephone circuits between the portions of the property separated by the public thoroughfare
· One or more premise of the same building are considered continuous property.

Contiguous exchanges or district areas are defined as:
· Exchanges that are touching

· District areas that are touch

Simple service is defined as:

· Circuit (Permits communication in either direction but in only one direction at a time)
Complex service is defined as:
· Multiple line or PBX trunk terminations

· Business and residence lines

· Same or contiguous exchanges

Restrictions/Limitations

Off Premise Extension is not available to: 

· intraLata areas

· noncontiguous exchanges

· independent territories

Ordering

Billing

Mileage calculation is measured:
· wire center to wire center

· per line extended off premises

· Individually for each off-premises location

· No mileage charge applies to two wire centers or exchanges located in the same building  
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
