Airport Intercommunicating Service
Product Description
Airport Intercommunicating Service (AIS) permits separate and distinct Businesses at the same designated airport the ability to call each other without incurring usage charges. Pacific Bell/Nevada Bell (PB/NB) provides service up to the local loop demarcation point. The CLEC-Reseller is responsible for the cable, wire, jacks, and equipment beyond the local loop demarcation point, as necessary to complete service to the desired location.    
The same AIS system can have a mixture of Resale and Retail services. Services which can be part of the same AIS include:    
· (Retail and Resale) Measured Rate Business     

· Resale Access Line     

· (Retail and Resale) Centrex     

· (Retail and Resale) Private Branch Exchange (PBX), including Automatic Call Distribution (ACD) 

AIS is furnished from the same serving exchange to a qualified End User (EU) located in the exchange serving the designated airport, even if the EU's building is not on airport property. The same qualifying EU may subscribe to both Resale and Retail, or Resale Exchange service from another exchange (either contiguous or noncontiguous).  
AIS Service Features
The basic service features of AIS are:   
· Local calling within the local service area of the serving exchange on a measured rate basis only     

· Flat rate calling between AIS lines of the same business or different businesses, on the same AIS, by dialing five or fewer digits 

Features Of Business Resale Access Line Service for AIS    
· Equivalent to Business individual line exchange service, in addition to the basic service features. Refer to AIS Features above     

· Service off the designated airport property is also available at the primary and extension line rates. Refer to AIS - Centrex Service to Airport Businesses Outside Serving Wire Center above. 

Features Of Centrex - Resale for AIS    
· Direct in-dialing to AIS Centrex - Resale primary station service lines     

· Direct out-dialing from AIS Centrex - Resale primary station service lines     

· Call transfer - individual calls from one station to another of the same Business, including:    

· Consultation hold    

· Add-on conference    

· Night answer of incoming AIS calls on any station  

Note:   These features can be provided off the airport property, where facilities and operating conditions permit. 
· Primary station lines can be configured to preclude their use for inward and/or outward exchange and message calls, as requested by the CLEC-Reseller.     

· Primary restricted stations can be furnished for public use, such as 'white courtesy phones.' These station lines do not have access to:    

· Exchange trunks furnished with the AIS Centrex - Resale station service (inward or outward)    

· The attendant    

· Access codes used to reach supplemental equipment services terminated in the switching equipment  

· Other facilities that are terminated in the switching equipment 

· AIS Centrex - Resale primary partially restricted station lines do not have access to: 

· Exchange trunks furnished with AIS Centrex - Resale station service (inward or outward)     

· The attendant 

Note: AIS Centrex - Resale station lines are furnished where facilities and operating conditions permit.
Features of Private Branch Exchange (PBX) - Resale For AIS - Resale
The features of PBX - Resale are for the same AIS - Resale as they are for PBX - Resale. Refer to Private Branch Exchange (PBX) Trunks.

Foreign Exchange Service Associated with AIS
Foreign Exchange Service - Resale or Retail can be provided concurrently with AIS - Resale, on the same premises.

Tie Lines/Special Access Voice Grade Channels Associated with AIS
Tie Lines/Special Access Voice Grade Channels that are connected to AIS lines must be denied access to the local trunk facilities of the AIS system, except where such tie line type facilities are arranged for access to the local trunk facilities of the AIS system.

AIS - Centrex Service to Airport Businesses Outside Serving Wire Center
Businesses within an airport which qualify as a Business for AIS may also have another service which is outside the serving wire center. This service can still be covered by AIS - Centrex service. AIS Centrex lines must be provided on a Business premises within a designated airport or within the serving exchange of that airport before other Centrex lines for that same EU are installed in a contiguous or noncontiguous exchange. The minimum requirement is for 2 AIS - Centrex primary lines.

AIS Which Does Not Occupy a Premise on a Designated Airport
AIS is furnished to a Business which qualifies for AIS but does not occupy a premises on a designated airport when the premises of the Business is in the designated airport's serving exchange. Attendant equipment and/or AIS Centrex primary station lines may be installed on such premises. The following types of AIS Centrex station lines can be installed in a contiguous or a noncontiguous exchange, in accordance with rates and charges shown in the schedule: 

· Primary station lines     

· Primary fully restricted station lines     

· Primary partially restricted station lines 

Availability
AIS Service is only available to:    
· Businesses engaged in the use of a designated airport as a transportation facility     

· Businesses engaged in the handling of passengers or air cargo     

· Businesses which provide service to passengers or air cargo of the airlines, including stores and vendors, but not including hotels, motels, or Residences     

· Governmental agencies concerned with the protection of life, safety, or property     

· Governmental agencies which regulate the airport as a transportation facility 

The designated airports in which AIS is available are:    
· Los Angeles International Airport     

· San Francisco International Airport     

· San Diego International Airport     

· Oakland International Airport     

· San Jose International Airport     

· John Wayne - Orange County Airport     

· Sacramento Metropolitan Airport 

Limitations
Limitations of AIS - Resale are that the CLEC-Reseller cannot provide AIS to: 

· Businesses not directly related to activities identified in earlier in this section     

· A hotel, motel, or in a Residence     

· Locations used by the public, and those considered semi-public, except those locations described therein [image: image1.wmf]
