Features of BRUD are:        

· CLEC-Reseller EUs can choose between rate options (rate menu or flat hourly) that benefit their calling patterns and can change plans as business needs change. (The hourly rate pricing is one rate that is not time-of-day or distance sensitive.)       

· EU can receive additional discounts based on their call volumes statewide (i.e., volume discount and term discount).       

· There is no set-up fee or installation charge.
Important: For EUs who have ordered Business/Residence Resale Usage Discount Plans, the LPIC must remain with AT&T.

Discounts apply to:    

· Calls within the same service area as end user.    

· Direct dialed calls    

· MTS usage (local toll)    

· Custom 800 (Plus  Plan only)
Limitations
Business end user's can only have one Business Resale Usage Discount.    

BRUDs are not available on:       

· Residence Classes of Service       

· Centrex Dorm (option C)     

· Wide Area Telecommunication Service (WATS)     

· Basic 800 Service/Custom 800 (available for Plus Plan only)     

· Private line service     

· Party line or Farmer Line Service 

Discounts do not apply for:   

· Local or Zone Usage Measurement (ZUM) calls (not applicable for Plan 25)     

· Calls across Service Area boundaries and/or outside California       

· Calls placed by an Operator (i.e., Person-To-Person, Collect, Third Number, etc.)       

· Calling card calls (billed on calling cards provided by CLEC-Resellers or by IECs)    

· Calls to 700, 900 or 976 numbers    

· Express Call Completion surcharge    

· Directory Assistance (DA)    

· Cellular phone usage    

· Air to ground    

· Zenith    

· Ship to shore    

· Marine radio    

· Telegrams
Note:  For CLEC to CLEC migration, the BRUD plan cannot move to new CLEC.    

Important: For EUs who have ordered Business/Residence Resale Usage Discount Plans, the LPIC must remain with AT&T.       

 Additional Discounts For BRUD
Additional optional discounts are also available with some types of plans:        

· Term Discounts   

· Are available with Plan 25, Plan 1000, and the Plus Plan  

· Require fixed term commitments between 12 and 36 months at the EU resold access line 
· Have applicable Minimum Monthly Usage Not Met Charges
· Volume Discounts: 

· Are available with Plan 50 and Plan 1000       

· Provide an additional discount to all EU access lines, once the aggregated usage meets specified usage thresholds       

· Have no recurring or non-recurring fees       

· Require subscription in advance
Restrictions are specified in the tariff, Cal. P.U.C. 175-T, Section 18.7.7.      

Pricing Options For BRUD
Plan 50, Plan 1000, and the Plus Plan have two pricing options available:        

· Option 1 features a Price Schedule, known as the rate menu. Billing is based on a time-of-day and distance sensitive price schedule       

· Option 2 has a Flat Hourly Price. Billing is based on a flat hourly rate for direct dialed local toll calls.
Specific plan discounts offered vary by plan type and are further described in Additional Discounts For BRUD.       



Plan 25
Plan 25 requires subscription in advance and offers EU subscribers a discount on eligible monthly usage of $25 or more.     

· Billed at flat per-minute rate    

· In effect all day and applies to all mileage bands    

· Measured in 30 second initial and 6 second additional increments.    

· Zone 3 is not discounted.
Plan 25 Term Pricing Options
At the time of subscription, one of two pricing options should be selected:    

· Option 1: 12-month term     

· Option 2: 24-month term
Plan 25 Term Commitments
Plan 25 has no monthly fee. CLEC-Resellers selecting a Term Option verbally commit to a minimum monthly billed amount on the usage that is discounted by this plan .  If they use less than the minimum, CLEC-Resellers are still billed the Minimum Monthly Usage.  There are no non-recurring charges.   

The Minimum Monthly Usage Not Met Charge associated with the 12-month and 24-month plans is subject to prorating.       

· Local direct dialed usage is aggregated for determining Minimum Monthly Usage Not Met calculations.       

· Minimum Monthly Usage Not Met Charge is applied at the EU access line level, or to all the EU lines.
There is an Acceleration of Term Commitment charge of $20.75 for each remaining full month of the Term Commitment. The number of 'full months' remaining equates to the number of full bill rounds remaining on the Term. The amount is not prorated for a partial month.  Note:  This rate may change.  Please contact your account manager for the most current Term Commitment charge fee.      

The Acceleration of Term Commitment applies in the following scenarios; the CLEC-Reseller:       

· Disconnects service       

· Removes Plan 25 from its account during the Term Commitment time period
Example: The EU began service on November 25, 1997. The EU disconnects the TN with Plan 25, which has a 12-month Term option commitment, on July 11, 1998. The EU’s bill round is on the 25th and the Term is due to expire on November 25, 1998. There are 4 full months remaining on the Term; therefore, the EU would be billed $83.00 (4 months X $20.75).    

Plan 50
Plan 50 requires subscription in advance and offers a tiered discount on local toll calls made within the Service Area:       

There is a monthly recurring fee and no installation charge. The BRUD applies against a resold Business access line. Eligible direct dial toll calls are billed in 60-second increments.       

Plan 50 Pricing Options
At the time of subscription, one of two pricing options should be selected: 

· Option 1, or the Rate Menu option, provides discounts based on usage amounts rated at the direct dial MTS time-of-day and distance sensitive price schedule.       

· Option 2 has a Flat Hourly Price. Billing is based on a flat hourly rate for direct dialed local toll calls.
Plan 1000
Plan 1000 requires subscription in advance and offers a tiered discount on local toll calls made within a Service Area:        

There is a monthly recurring fee and no installation charge. The BRUD applies against a resold Business access line. Eligible direct dial toll calls are billed in 6-second increments, with an 18-second minimum.       

Plan 1000 Pricing Options
At the time of subscription, one of two pricing options should be selected: 

· Option 1, or the Rate Menu option, provides discounts based on usage amounts rated at the direct dial MTS time-of-day and distance sensitive price schedule.       

· Option 2 has a Flat Hourly Price. Billing is based on a flat hourly rate for direct dialed local toll calls.
Plan 1000 Term Discounts
The term discount available with Plan 1000 provides an additional discount based on the length of term commitment and eligible usage thresholds:       

The CLEC-Reseller must sign a one, two, or three-year term agreement and specify a usage commitment option.  The selected net monthly usage commitment option creates a corresponding minimum monthly billed usage commitment at EU access line level, or to all the EU lines.     

If CLEC terminates agreement prior to it's expiration or fails to meet the monthly usage requirement over a 12-month period, the CLEC will be billed the amount of the term discounts received up to the last 12 month period plus a termination charge equal to 10% of that amount.    

Plus Plan
The Plus Plan (PP) requires subscription in advance and offers discounts on local toll calls made within the Service Area.        

There is no installation charge and a monthly recurring fee applies only if the minimum usage level is not met. The BRUD applies against resold Business access line. Usage associated with any number of access lines, locations, and billed telephone numbers in a region (north or south) may be combined for each individual EU. Plus Plan calls are billed in 1-second increments, with an 18-second minimum.       

Plus Plan Pricing Options
At the time of subscription, one of two pricing options should be selected for outbound calling:  

· Option 1, or the Rate Menu option, provides discounts based on usage amounts rated at the direct dial MTS time-of-day and distance sensitive price schedule.       

· Option 2 has a Flat Hourly Price. Billing is based on a flat hourly rate for direct dialed local toll calls.
For both options, inbound Custom 8 usage (if available) is billed on the basis on a time-of-day hourly rate:   

Plus Plan Term Discounts
The term discount available with the Plus Plan provides an additional discount based on the length of term commitment and eligible usage thresholds. The CLEC-Reseller must sign a 12, 18, or 24-month term agreement, specifying a usage commitment option.  A minimum monthly usage charge for direct dial toll and Custom 8 (if available) is applied at the EU access line level, or to all the EU lines within an EUAG. With the term agreement, the monthly recurring charge is waived.       

If the CLEC-Reseller terminates or downgrades an agreement prior to its expiration, a termination charge applies. The termination penalty is applied according to the usage level committed to and calculated as the number of months remaining time for the length of the term.      

Note: Refer to Cal.P.U.C. 175-T, Section 18.7.8 for full tariff information.
Flat Rate Plus for Business
Flat Rate Plus for Business requires subscription in advance.  Calling plan for single and multiple billing telephone numbers which provides: 

· Expanded eligible calls (local, ZUM 3, local toll, non-operator assisted calling card and Custom 8)    

· Calls not sensitive to time of day/distance    

· Aggregation of BTNs  

Flat Rate Plus for Business Pricing Options
At the time of subscription, one of two pricing options should be selected:     

· Option 1, requires a monthly minimum usage requirement per plan.       

· Option 2, for a monthly fee, these options provide the CLEC-Reseller a predictable rate per minute on all calls within the allocated time period. For calls over the predetermined allocated time period, each additional minute is rated at the postalized rate. 
Important: Both options require the CLEC-Reseller to commit to a term agreement of 24 months. The CLEC-Reseller may change between options and blocks as usage changes without interfering with the original agreement.
All calls, with the exception of local calls which remain in one-minute intervals, are billed in 1-second increments, with an 18-second minimum. Calls are not sensitive to distance or time of day. Local calls count first towards the allocated minutes of use.       

Limitations Of Flat Rate Plus for Business
The following limitations apply to the Flat Rate Plus for Business:        

· The CLEC-Reseller’s EUs are required to maintain all billed telephone numbers (BTNs) with eligible classes of service on this plan.       

· There is no percent (%) discount associated with this plan.
CLEC-Resellers BTNs subscribing to the Flat Rate Plus Plan for Business cannot:       

· Subscribe to any other BRUD plan       

· Be part of a usage contract       

· Be a member in a Custom 8 Billing Account Group (BAG)
Flat Rate Plus Term Commitments
CLEC-Resellers selecting a Flat Rate Plus for Business option verbally commit to a 24-month term agreement. An early termination fee is assessed if the CLEC-Reseller terminates the plan before the expiration date. The termination penalty varies, depending on the option selected: 

· For Option 1, an early termination fee per month remaining on the agreement is assessed.      

· For Option 2, an early termination fee is assessed at the monthly dollar amount for the set blocks of time, multiplied by the number of months left on the original term agreement. 

Local 250/Local 700/Local 1200

These new OCPs provide a set block of time minutes (250/700/1200) each month for a flat monthly rate.  It is available in California beginning September 26, 2002
.   

Restrictions/Limitations   

· Only one OCP is allowed on an end user's account.  

· The local calls included in the minutes for this OCP is Local Zones 1, 2 and 3.  The minutes will be applied first to all Zone 1 and 2 call minutes billed on the entire account.  After Zone 1 and 2 calls are counted. the remaining minutes will be applied to any Zone 3 calls billed on the account.  Once all minutes in the OCP are used up, any remaining Zone 1, 2 and 3 calls left will be billed at a special rate per minute.
· Local usage optional calling plans are not available on Basic 8, Easy 8, 900/976 or private line services, toll-restricted access lines, foreign exchange service, multi-party lines.
· End users subscribing to another optional calling plan that includes Zones 1, 2 or 3 exchanges are not eligible for a local usage optional calling plan.
