Area Wide Network (AWN) is a software-based service for multi-location End Users (EUs) served by different switch types and different basic exchange services. This service:  

· Enables EUs to have a uniform dialing plan and also offers optional features such as centralized access to facilities   

· Works with existing service   

· Incorporates existing EU arrangements and architectures across multiple switches and Local Access and Transport Areas (LATAs) into a common offering.   

· Uses public and private transport facilities

· Centralized Routing   

· Access Authorization   

· Corporate Dialing Plans

Ordering 
· Negotiated on an individual case basis.

· Any additional options required must be specified.   

· Product is ordered on the particular service to be included in the AWN arrangement.   

· Requests for AWN requires close coordination with the LSC.
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
