International Direct Distance Dialing Blocking

Description    

International Direct Distance Dialing (IDDD) Blocking is an optional service available to Basic Exchange Resale Business lines. IDDD calls that will be blocked if dialed directly from an IDDD blocked Business line include:    

· Long Distance Company Code dialing      

· 011 + 10XXX      

· 0+ 011+ (credit card) number      

· Calls to the SBC Operator. (The Operator will refuse to put the call through.) 

When an End User (EU) dials any of these types of calls, the EU receives an announcement like:    

· 'We're sorry, your call cannot be completed as dialed. Please check the number and dial again, or call your Operator for assistance. This is a recording.' 

Important: EUs can continue to dial other types of numbers. There are two blocking options:    

· Block IDDD only      

· Block IDDD and 900/976 
International Direct Distance Dialing (IDDD) Unblocking is an optional service available to Basic Exchange Resale Business lines. IDDD calls will be unblocked so End Users (EUs) can complete an International call.    

Availability

IDDD blocking/unblocking is available in all switch types, for Business service, on both single and multiple lines. 
· It is offered on measured two-way service only.      

· It carries no monthly recurring nor nonrecurring charges and is available as a no-charge option to any Payphone Service Provider wishing to have it installed. 

Ordering 

International Blocking is ordered in the BA/BLOCK field with a BLOCK code of G. When this type of Block is requested the LTG FID needs to be added after the LAU/
