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Description

SelectVideo service is an option of Primary Rate ISDN and is provisioned from a SelectVideo service node to provide ISDN PRI functionality for circuit switched digital data calls on an aggregated channel basis. 
SelectData option is an inbound-calling-only option which provides ISDN PRI functionality for digital data transport and/or analog modem calls (voice grade) on a single channel basis.

Availability

SelectVideo and SelectData are available where facilities and operating conditions exist in Arkansas, Kansas,   
Restrictions/Limitations
· SelectData is data-only service. It is not intended to carry voice traffic. 
· Compatible CPE must be provided at both the originating and terminating locations.

· End user shall insure CPE complies to FCC Rules and Regulations

· Temporary Suspension is not available.

· An end user may subscribe to both SelectVideo and SelectData options; however, each service option must be provided through a separate ISDN arrangement.

· A minimum of one Control Link is required per ISDN PRI arrangement.

· Trunk Group Overflow optional feature is not available in Kansas. 
· SelectVideo/SelectData service does not have available the local calling scopes of any optional extended area calling service/optional toll calling plans.

· Loop Protection is provided where fiber optic facilities are available.
· SelectVideo service is available to end users within a suitably equipped Primary Market Area (PMA):

· Kansas – Kansas City, Topeka, Wichita

· Missouri – St. Louis, Kansas City, Springfield

· Oklahoma – Oklahoma City, Tulsa

PreOrdering

SBC mechanized preordering Operational Support System (OSS) is available to assist the CLEC on obtaining preordering information.  However, certain orders require a manual preordering transaction before an LSR can be submitted successfully.  The manual preordering process is described in detail under the PreOrdering section of the handbook.      

When performing a manual preordering transaction, fill in the LSR request as completely as possible using EDI/WebLEX.  When the needed manual preordering information is filled out, save the LSR request.  Print a copy of the request and fax it to SBC along with the  Manual Preordering Information Cover Sheet.  SBC will fax back the needed preordering information so the CLEC can successfully submit a firm LSR.    
Billing

· SelectVideo end users must select a service term 1, 3 or 5 years, for each Control Link and Communication Link.

· SelectData end users must select a service term of 1, 2, 3, 4 or 5 years for each Control Link and Communication Link.

· Termination charges will apply if service is disconnected prior to the expiration of the agreement.
