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Description 

Rural Saver is a residential optional calling plan that is available in exchanges with 5,600 lines or less which provides for one-way originating calling to an end user’s   county seat or other points which do not exceed forty-one rate miles.
Availability 

· In Arkansas effective October 26, 2002.

· Residential end users in qualified exchanges

Restrictions/Limitations 

· Rural Saver Plan is limited to 240 minutes of calling per month.

· Calling distance is measured using the industry standard V & H Coordinates.

· End users shall be required to dial 1 + 10 digits.

· End user receives four hours of calling per month at discount rate per line.
· Calling to a county seat greater than 41 miles away shall be limited to only those end users residing in that county.
· If available, end users may select additional optional calling plans
· Not available on accounts not LPIC’d to 9100

· Rural Saver optional calling plan is only available in certain exchanges. Refer to tariff for eligible exchanges.  
Ordering 

· To determine if the end user is eligible, refer to the applicable state tariff.
