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1.0
Routine Network Modifications Policy/Process:

AT&T 13-STATE shall make routine network modifications (RNMs) available for unbundled loop and transport facilities as provided by the parties’ interconnection agreements, subject to applicable law. 
Subject to applicable law, AT&T 13-STATE will not impose additional charges for certain Routine Network Modifications as provided below.  Neither AT&T 13-STATE nor any CLEC waives any position or argument concerning cost recovery for routine network modifications by proposing or agreeing to this RNM Process.

Routine Network Modifications Examples 

2.1
RNM - No Additional Cost 
· Line and station transfer (LST)  

· Clear defective pair (CDP)/ defective pair recovery (DPRO)  

· Installing plugs/cards only where repeater cases are already existing and no splicing is required

· Wire out of limits (WOL)  

· Break connect through (BCTO) 

· Rearranging or splicing of existing cable, excluding dark fiber transport

· Adding a smart jack

· Activating pairs at existing terminal

· Reconfiguring an existing multiplexer
2.2
RNM- Additional Costs 

Certain RNMs, according to applicable state and federal law, may incur additional costs and may be chargeable to the CLEC.  Examples of such RNMs include, but are not limited to, the following:

Examples:

· Adding an equipment case

· Adding a doubler or repeater

· Installing a repeater shelf

· Adding multiplexing equipment to the extent such equipment is not present on the loop or transport facility when ordered

3.0
Routine Network Modification Notifications
In the case where Routine Network Modification is required to provision a CLEC order, the CLEC may receive one or more different jeopardy notifications (4T, 5A, 5B, or 5D) related to this process.  These notifications and their application are defined below (see chart below):

3.1 Notification 4T – CLEC Action Required

4T is returned to CLEC by AT&T 13-STATE in the case where the CLEC request would require new construction work such as placement of new terminal, cable placement, trenching, digging or other work which AT&T 13-STATE is not required to perform, CLEC must submit a SUPP to Cancel.  
3.2
Notification 5A – No CLEC Action Required

5A is returned to CLEC by AT&T 13-STATE in the case where the CLEC request requires RNM work that will result in NO additional costs (see section 2.1). AT&T 13 STATE will update the DD to the CLEC.  There are NO actions needed by the CLEC.

3.3
Notification 5B – CLEC Action Required

5B is returned to CLEC by AT&T 13-STATE in the case where AT&T 13-STATE is informing the CLEC that they failed to complete the RNM quote form correctly or sign for acceptance of applicable charges.  CLEC can either resubmit corrected RNM quote form or send SUPP to Cancel.

3.4
Notification 5D – CLEC Action Required

5D is returned to CLEC by AT&T 13-STATE in the case where AT&T 13-STATE is informing the CLEC that AT&T deems the request will result in additional costs and/or time for AT&T to provision.  Depending on applicable state laws, these costs may be billed to the CLEC.  The 5D process will be as follows:  
3.4.1
Non-Billable 5D 
In the Southwest states (Kansas, Oklahoma, Texas) in which we cannot bill for RNM 5Ds at this time, the Estimated Due Date (ESDD) will be included in the 5D jeopardy notification.  If the CLEC wishes to move forward with the order with the new due date, the CLEC will submit a SUPP reflecting that date (or later) which confirms that the required additional work is authorized.  The CLEC must submit the Supp with the ESDD within 24 business hours of receiving the 5D jeopardy notification in order for the ESDD to be met.  

3.4.2
Billable 5D
If the CLEC receives a 5D jeopardy and rates are billable to the CLEC, the CLEC can either send a SUPP to Cancel or submit the RNM Quote Form to the LSC.  The RNM Quote Form will be returned to the CLEC with the ESDD and the quote.  The RNM Quote Form is located on CLEC On-Line in the UNE section under Routine Network Modifications (RNM).   
At this time and subject to change, there are no applicable charges for requesting and receiving a RNM quote; however, if a CLEC accepts the RNM quote, included within that quote will be applicable charges for engineering time in developing the quote.
4.0 RNM Quote Form
If the CLEC chooses to submit a request for RNM Quote Form, the following will occur:

· CLEC submits the RNM Quote Form to the LSC via their normal routes of communication which is normally email.  

· The LSC routes the RNM Quote to the appropriate work groups to receive the quote and return back to the CLEC. 

· The CLEC will have the option to accept or reject the quote.  

· If the CLEC accepts the quote, they will be required to sign the quote form, return the signed form with a check for 100% of the payment to the appropriate contact on the quote form before the request for RNM can be provisioned.
· If the RNM quote form is submitted incorrectly or without signature, AT&T 13-STATE will send a 5B jeopardy notification as defined above.
· The due date interval provided on the quote form will serve as the new due date for provisioning the UNE request.  
· The CLEC will SUPP their order with the new due date provided, however, signed RNM quote form must be received prior to SUPP.   

· If the CLEC rejects the quote they should send SUPP to Cancel.
· If no response from the CLEC is received within 30 days, the request will be canceled.
