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Unbundled Transport Services         

Unbundled Transport Services  Overview
Unbundled transport is the product term for the dedicated non-loop transmission facilities that are provided to a CLEC to enable them to interconnect their networks with AT&T.          

There are two types of Unbundled Transport Services:          

· Unbundled Common Transport           

· Unbundled Dedicated Transport 

Unbundled Transport Services are available to a CLEC on a contractual basis only. The terms for ordering Unbundled Transport Services are specified in each CLEC's contract with AT&T.          

Types of Unbundled Transport Services        

Unbundled Common Transport  - 
The Unbundled Common Transport (UCT) is transport for originating and terminating traffic from one end office switch to another end office switch.        

When the CLEC requests UCT, the AT&T common network will transport the CLEC End User (EU) customers’ originating and terminating traffic from one end office switch to another end office switch. This can include end office switches belonging to other Incumbent Local Exchange Carriers (ILECs) or CLECs.          

By using an AT&T UCT, the CLEC will not have to invest in the establishment of facilities to transport their customers’ calls from the originating switches to the terminating switches. AT&T UCT will handle originating and terminating traffic for all of the CLECs that want access to it.          

Except for the DS1 Network Port, the CLECs can request the use of AT&T UCT for their line and trunk side ports.          

Specific transmission speeds, configurations, and optional features are provided where technically feasible and where AT&T is properly equipped.          
Unbundled Dedicated Transport

Unbundled Dedicated Transport is:         

· A single voice grade channel on the unbundled transport facility that can be connected to any type of voice grade link.           

· Available at the following transmission speeds: DS1 and DS3           

Unbundled Dedicated Transport is the inter-office connection between AT&T end offices or wire centers, with the following assumptions being made:         

· Interoffice Transport and equipment is in place, inventoried, and available for assignment to the CLEC service order.           

· AT&T policy and the rules for assigning and provisioning Interoffice Transport to CLEC orders does not change.           

· Customers must be collocated 

Interoffice Transport

Interoffice Transport is an interoffice transmission path dedicated to a particular customer or carrier that provides telecommunications between two wire centers or switched-owned by AT&T or between a wire center or switch owned by AT&T and a CLEC owned or provided switch.          

The following bandwidths are available:         

· Voice Grade – 2 wire (Texas Only)           

· Voice Grade – 4 wire (Texas Only)           

· DS1 (1.544 Mbps)           

· DS3 (44.736 Mbps)           

Enhanced Extended Loop (EEL)          

Enhanced Extended Loop (EEL) consists of a loop and interoffice transport. CLECs order both of these on a single LSR. This offering applies in those cases where CLECs reside in a different central office than their end users. Mileage/Interoffice Transport (IOT) will apply between the two central offices.

Ordering          

Limitations of Unbundled Transport Services
The limitations on sales of Unbundled Transport Services are:         

· Unbundled Dedicated Transport Service is provided on a first-come-first-served basis.           

· The provisioning of Unbundled Dedicated Transport service is determined by the availability of  AT&T Interoffice Transport.           

· Interoffice Transport can be reserved immediately following the customer filed collocation application and the customer has met the requirements and has received an 11-character CLLI code indicating the point of termination.    

Terms & Conditions Associated with Unbundled Transport Services
Terms and conditions associated with Unbundled Dedicated Transport are:         

· AT&T retains the ability to modify, replace, or rearrange its facilities as it deems necessary.           

· AT&T does not provide CLECs (or EUs) with the design makeup of Unbundled Transport facilities.           

· UDT requires AT&T owned equipment at the CLEC's Point of Termination (POT) 

  
Requirements for Ordering

CLECs ordering Unbundled Transport services must provide:         

· Network Channel (NC) codes           

· Network Channel Interface (NCI) codes           

· Secondary Channel Interface (SEC NCI) codes, if applicable           

· Common Language Location Identification (CLLI) code, to identify the Multiplex location           

· System and channel assignments, as required, if the circuit being ordered is to ride a higher level service, i.e. a DS1 riding a DS3           

· If EISCC is required, the bay, panel, and jack information is required           

· Access Customer Terminal Location (ACTL), which identifies the CLEC POP or collocation cage           

· Operating Carrier Number (OCN)           

· Billing name and address           

· CLEC contact name(s) and telephone number(s) for the following provisioning activities: 

· Order negotiation           

· Order confirmation           

· Installation           

· Billing 

Ordering Unbundled Transport Services
Orders for Unbundled Transport Services are sent to the LSC, using EXACT (Exchange Access Control & Tracking System). However, the ASR (Access Service Request) may also be sent by email from the CLEC who does not have access to EXACT.        

All orders for Unbundled Transport Services are new connect orders.
