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This document provides an initial overview of the local and intraLATA toll intercompany compensation billing and data exchange processes for facility (switch) based and Unbundled Network Element-Switch Port (UNE-P) CLECs.

The compensation process and the Category 92 record system is the system by which settlements will be received from or paid to the ILECs and CLECs who originate or terminate traffic on the jointly provided LEC network.  All parties share in the obligation to create and forward Category 92 records to other companies.  All parties will bill access to the Party that originates the calls that utilize their facilities.

Each Party has the obligation to create Category 92 records utilizing originating end user recordings for each record type outlined in detail within this binder for the calls transported on the jointly provided LEC network.  These records will be based on conversation (not billed) minutes using the 01-01-XX records used to bill the end user customer.  It is critical that for the billing of compensation, all Parties generate these records on a timely basis.

Additional call flows, settlement examples, and other information can be found in the Technical Exhibit Settlement Procedure (TESP).

All Parties have the additional responsibility to create and forward to the appropriate ILECs and/or CLECs 92-99-01 summary records.  In addition, the ILECs and CLECs have the responsibility of creating “Clearinghouse” records for the appropriate operator traffic including Calling Card, Collect, and Third Number billed calls.  This “Clearinghouse” function operates similar to the “BOC-CATS” system for the purpose of insuring the revenues associated with these types of calls are returned to the originating company.

The Parties data systems and/or vendors must have the capability to create the Category 92 detail and summary records and to exchange the records for billing.  These processes and procedures are explained in this binder with detailed examples of record creation, detail flow, and billing.
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
