Definitions

BOC-CATS – Bell Operating Company Credit Card and Third Number System.  The system used for the settlement of intraLATA credit card and third number messages which originated or were billed in another Bell Operating Company (BOC) territory.

CABS – Carrier Access Billing System.

Category 92 Detail Records – Copies of the originating end user records utilized by the Primary Carrier System for the purpose of intercompany compensation and the settlement of alternately billed messages.

Category 92 Summary Records – A summary of the Category 92 detail settlement records by date, traffic type, and originating and terminating NPA/NXX.

Clearinghouse – The process in which revenues associated with intrastate intraLATA third number, collect and calling card toll messages are returned to the originating (earning) company whose network was utilized to place the call.

Competitive Local Exchange Carrier (CLEC) – For the purposes of this Plan, a CLEC is a company that provides its own facilities or purchases unbundled network elements (UNEs) from an ILEC.

CRIS – Customer Record Information System.

Direct Distance Dialed (DDD) Calls -- An End User dials and completes a call from a Residence or Business phone without assistance from an operator.  DDD usage rates apply to calls made through an operator in the following circumstances:

· DDD is not available in local area

· Equipment failure prevents DDD

· End User is handicapped

Previously dialed call was cut-off, had poor transmission, etc.
End User Billing Company – The ILEC/CLEC that bills an end user customer for services provided.

IBIS – Intercompany Billing Information System.  

ILEC – Incumbent Local Exchange Carrier.

Intermediary Transiting Company – A company that provides facilities used to transport a call but is not the originating or terminating point of the call.

IXC – Interexchange Carrier.

LATA – Local Access Transport Area.

LEC – Local Exchange Carrier.  For the purposes of this Plan, a LEC is either a CLEC or ILEC as defined above.

Non-End User Billing Company – An ILEC/CLEC that does not bill an end user customer for services provided, but does participate in the joint provisioning of a service.

OCN –  Operating Company Number.  The identifier utilized by the Primary Carrier System for a company.

Operator Assisted Calls – 

1. .Inmate Service:

· Collect calls placed from a Coin phone located in a correctional facility

· Service charge applies

· Service charge is billed in addition to toll rates and all other applicable service charges.

Note:  Toll billing Exception (Blocking) on an end user’s line does not guarantee the blocking of collect calls from Inmate Service.  These calls seldom originate in AT&T switches so we have no control over how the provider switch interprets LIDB information.

2.Sent-Paid Call:


Messages dialed and completed by an end user from residence or business telephone service without assistance from an operator or a station call originating at a public or semipublic telephone and paid for by coin deposit.

3.Non-Sent Paid Call:

Station call or person call originating at a public or semipublic telephone where the call is not paid for by coin deposit.  Service charges may apply in addition to toll rates and other applicable service charges.

Originating Access Charges – Access charges to compensate for the use of an ILEC’s/CLEC’s local exchange, switching, and interexchange network between the originating end office and the POP. 

PCS – Primary Carrier System.

Primary Toll Carrier (PTC) – For settlement purposes, the ILEC/CLEC that receives the end user intraLATA message toll and WATS revenues, and pays and receives originating and terminating access charges.  

Point of Presence (POP) – The first PTC toll tandem in the call route.  The POP is the demarcation point between originating and terminating access.

RAO - Revenue Accounting Office.  This code is used by billing systems to direct messages to the correct Industry company's processing center for billing.  Companies can be either full status and have an RAO number of their own or be non-full status and share a RAO with a Bell company.

Records

01-01-XX

Standard EMR end user billable message.

92-01-XX STL 
A copy of an Intrastate IntraLATA 01-01-XX EMR message with Indicator 5 = ‘0’.  These records are summarized for switched access usage billing.

92-01-XX  CHR
A copy of a third number, calling card or collect 01-01-XX EMR message originating in the AT&T five states operating area and billed in the one of the AT&T five states with Indicator 5 = ‘1’.  These records are used in the Clearinghouse (CHR) process.

Records Cont'd

92-99-01
A summary of the 92-01-XX settlement messages summarized by date, traffic type, originating NPA/NXX and terminating NPA/NXX.  92-01-XX CHR messages are not included in this summary.

AT&T - AT&T
Terminating Access Charges – Access charges to compensate for the use of an ILEC’s/CLEC’s local exchange, switching, and interexchange network between the POP and the terminating end office.

Toll Tandem – Class 4 or 4/5 designated tandem that has subtending offices which it performs the switching of intratandem and interexchange toll traffic.

Traffic Types – All references will use the industry standard references to traffic types.
