Clearinghouse/BOC-CATS – Facility Only

AT&T serves as the Clearinghouse agent for the ILECs/CLECs operating in the AT&T five state areas.  In its role as Clearinghouse agent, AT&T is responsible for the settlement of intraLATA toll alternately billed (third number, calling card and collect) messages.

The Clearinghouse system returns the end user toll revenue (minus a 5-cent per message billing and collection charge) from the billing company to the originating (earning) company.

For calls billed in another of AT&T’s states (i.e., an intraLATA alternately billed toll call originated in Texas and billed in Kansas) the money is moved from the billing state (Kansas) to the earning state (Texas).  This process is included in the Clearinghouse settlement process.

AT&T as the Clearinghouse agent assesses the originating company a 2-cent per message charge for processing the message.  This charge is reflected on the AT&T billing statement.

Clearinghouse Systems

BOC-CATS

An intraLATA calling card or 3rd number message originating in the AT&T five-state area and billed outside of the AT&T five-state area.

The purpose of the BOC-CATS system is to transfer intrastate intraLATA revenues, taxes, and billing charges associated with an originated (earned) or billed message, from or to companies outside the AT&T five-state area to or from companies within the AT&T five-state area.

Clearinghouse 

An intrastate intraLATA collect, calling card or 3rd number toll message originating in one AT&T state and billed in one of the other four AT&T states.

The purpose of the Clearinghouse system is to transfer intrastate intraLATA revenues, taxes and billing charges associated with an originated (earned) or billed message from or to companies within the same state or between companies within the AT&T five-state area to or from companies within the same state or within the AT&T five-state area.

Clearinghouse Charges

· Billing and Collection Charges

· 5 cents/message

· Remitted to the billing company via a reduction in the revenues returned to the originating company

· Processing Charges

· 2 cents/message

· Paid to the Clearinghouse agent (AT&T) by the originating company via the AT&T intercompany billing statement

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BOC-CATS Reports

The purpose of the Bell Operating Company Calling Card and Third Number System (BOC-CATS) reports is to transfer intrastate intraLATA revenues, taxes and billing charges associated with an originated (earned) or billed message, from companies outside the AT&T five state area, or from companies within AT&T's five state area.  Other BOC‑CATS jurisdictional settlements (local, interstate intraLATA and interstate interLATA) continue to be handled through the Intercompany Billing Information System (IBIS) on a contractual basis.  The BOC-CATS reports are used to report the intrastate intraLATA billed (Received collect) and earned (Sent collect) revenues, associated billing and collection revenues or expenses, and taxes.  An ILEC/CLEC will receive its BOC‑CATS settlements from its CMDS host.

These reports are produced and distributed to the companies on a monthly basis.

Reports Description

BOC-CATS Earned Revenue Report (BOC-CATS SN584-3N)

This report summarizes, by PTC, messages and revenues which were originated by the companies but billed by a company outside the AT&T five state area.  AT&T collects, on behalf of the companies for which it serves as the CMDS host, the amounts associated with the PTC's originated messages from the billing company.  The PTC as the earning (originating) company is reimbursed for these messages.

BOC-CATS Billed Revenue Report (BOC-CATS SN584-4N)

This report summarizes, by PTC, messages and revenues which were billed by the companies but were originated by a company outside the AT&T five state area.  AT&T settles with the companies outside the five-state area on behalf of the PTC for which it serves as the CMDS host and is due reimbursement from the billing company.  The PTC as the billing company turns over the billed revenue to AT&T, less the billing and collection charges.

BOC-CATS Reports (Cont'd.)

Report Data Used on Billing Statement

The net of the BOC-CATS earned revenue report (Item A3. Intrastate IntraLATA Revenue Column on form SN584-3N) and the BOC-CATS billed revenue report (Item A3. Intrastate IntraLATA Revenue Column on form SN584-4N) will equal the BOC-CATS Net Revenue Settlement.  The net amount will be included on AT&T’s billing statement to each company.

BOC-CATS Agent

AT&T is a CMDS host, or agent, for many LECs in its five-state region.  As such, AT&T hosts those companies for BOC-CATS settlements for both full status and non-full status companies.  AT&T settles with the other six Regional Bell Operating Companies on behalf of AT&T and the other companies that use it as a CMDS host for Calling Card and Third Number messages.  AT&T sends all participating companies their BOC‑CATS reports each month.  AT&T does not charge for this service.
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
