3. Termination Liability Description

Lower Plexar Express Station rates are available in exchange for service commitments longer than month-to-month service.  However, if a service commitment of 12, 24, 36, 48 or 60 months is not fulfilled, there is a termination liability based on the number of months unfulfilled. 

Termination of stations incurs termination liability if the number of stations dropped exceeds 35% of the highest number of stations attained during the agreement.  The number of stations dropped that exceed this allowable number are the net terminated stations. 

Termination liability is calculated by multiplying three components:  (a) number of net terminated stations,  (b) monthly Plexar Express station charge (plus the 0-2 mile Plexar Express Intercom Loop rate) relevant for that End User’s agreement type, and (c) the number of months of the agreement not being fulfilled. 

For example, a CLEC who began with 15 stations and whose highest number attained was 20 stations, drops 10 stations in the 19th month of the 36-month contract.  The allowable 35% termination fluctuation on 20 stations is 7 stations, so the net terminated stations are 3 stations (10 dropped less the allowed 7).  Termination liability would be 3 stations, multiplied by the 3-year monthly station rate plus the 0-2 mile Plexar Express Intercom Loop rate, multiplied by 17 months unfulfilled equals the result.

4. Subject to applicable state and federal laws

This agreement shall be subject to all federal, state and local laws, ordinances, regulations and applicable tariff(s), and shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the state in which Service is furnished, without regard to any conflict of laws or rules.  If any part of this agreement is in conflict with the tariffs(s), the tariff(s) will govern.   If federal, state or local law prohibits CLEC from executing any agreement for more than a specified term, then the fixed term of this Agreement shall be limited to the maximum term allowable by law or any lesser term agreed to by both parties.
