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Description

· ValueLink Extra - Local was grandfathered on November 1, 1999.    

· ValueLink Extra - Local is an optional volume discount plan that will allow the aggregation of  local access and local usage across locations (billing accounts) within the state.

Features

· A monthly total volume discount on selected services based on the selected Minimum Annual Revenue Commitment (MARC) and term length. 
· The volume discount is credited to each account telephone number based on contribution.   

· Eligibility for an annual growth bonus. See Growth Bonus for tails.   

· ValueLink Extra - Local offers a 24 month (2 year) or 36 month (3 year) term plan.

Availability    

· ValueLink Extra - Local was available to business end users within the Ameritech Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, and Wisconsin serving territory.   

· ValueLink Extra - Local was grandfathered on November 1, 1999.  

· Telecommunication Carriers can:  

· continue to assume existing retail ValueLink Extra - Local contracts.  The contract ID needs to be specified.  

· add, change, or remove end users on their existing ValueLink Extra - Local contract.

· Telecommunication Carriers can not: 

· renew, upgrade or extend the terms of a ValueLink Extra - Local contract.   

· purchase a brand new ValueLink Extra -  Local contract.

Restrictions/Limitations

· Telecommunication Carriers' eligible end users may include up to 150 of their locations under one plan, per state, except Indiana.  In Indiana the total is 250 locations.  There is one contract per state.   

· End users are not eligible for any other local optional calling plan (OCP) discounts. If they are currently on another local OCP, they must change to ValueLink Extra Local.

· Exception:  End users on other Local OCPs must convert to ValueLink Extra - Local, and it must be a term of greater or equal revenue value and term lengths greater than or equal to the number of months remaining on their existing Local OCP.

· Local and state additional charges, taxes, and End User Access Common Line charges are not eligible for volume discount.  
· ValueLink Extra - Local is not transferable to or may not be assumed by an end user other than the end user of record.   
· An end user's annual Total Volume Discount may not exceed a certain amount per year. Refer to Resale tariff for details.   

· The dollar amount for contributory services that contributes to the MARC total revenue is computed after the discounts are made.   

· Any billing reductions or growth bonus will be applied to each account telephone number based on contribution.   

· Any termination or under-utilization charges will be applied to each account telephone number based on contribution.   

· Growth Bonus is based on an incremental year-over-year growth and may not exceed a certain amount. Refer to Resale tariff for details.   

· Not available with:  

· Pay phone service  

· Feature Group A 

· Ameritech WATS, WATS Plus, WATS ICB, and enhanced WATS Plus

· In Michigan - Zone usage does not contribute to the end user's volume commitment, nor is it eligible for discount.   

· Calling card fees/usage are excluded.   

· It may be advisable to have Ameritech as the 2PIC in order to realize the full benefits of the plan. 

Ordering  

Procedures  

· Contracts are required for 2 and 3 year plans. 

· The Telecommunication Carrier (CLEC) may have one new ValueLink Extra - Local contract per state and multiple Assumed contracts. 

· Prior to assuming any contracts, the CLEC must submit an Agreement to Assume Ameritech Contracts, if one is not already on file.  Without this agreement, Assume contracts will be rejected. (See Forms & Exhibits for a copy of the 'Agreement to Assume Ameritech Contracts' form.) 

Assumption of a ValueLink Extra - Local Contract  

· ValueLink Extra - Local contracts must be 'Assumed As Specified' even if all accounts currently under a ValueLink Extra - Local contract are not assumed.  This is necessary in order to add the new contract number.   

· The CLEC: 

· Completes Optional Calling Plans Contract Forms & Instructions found in the  Forms & Exhibits section 

· Mails or faxes OCP forms to the Contract Information Manager (CIM). 

· Provides an excel disk of Attachment B to CIM when more than 24 accounts are involved.  
· After the information is validated, Ameritech enters the new Contract Number on Attachment C and faxes it to the CLEC. 

The CLEC can then place orders.  The Contract Number must be included on the order to be processed.  

Moves, Additions or Deletions to a ValueLink Extra - Local Contract    

The CLEC places orders as usual using the appropriate Resale Order Forms.   OCP forms are not required.   The Contract Number must be included on the order to be processed.  

Note: If the last number (only number remaining) under the contract is being disconnected, THEN termination charges would apply.  

If all accounts under the contract are being disconnected, THEN termination charges would apply.    

Due Dates
· The due date is the day the order is sent by Ameritech into Ameritech's ordering system to add the plan to the account. It is not the end user's signature date.    

· Service becomes effective on the day Ameritech inputs the order into Ameritech's system. For example, if Ameritech inputs the order into Ameritech's system on April 15 then all usage on April 15 and later will be processed as usage toward the plan.    

· The due date to establish service may be any day of the month. However, if the end user is changing from another Optional Calling Plan, it is recommended that the change take place with the bill date, so that the bill does not have partial months on each plan.   
USOCs
· The USOC shown in the following chart is used to identify that the end user has ValueLink Extra - Local.    

· There is no billing capability associated with the USOC.

Miscellaneous Ordering Procedures  

· CLEC is required to enter the Contract Number on the Resale Order form after each ValueLink Extra - Local USOC in field 54.) Feature Detail.  

· The CLEC is required to put the Variable Term Agreement sign date and Variable Term Agreement length information on the Resale Administrative Form.   

· If any conflicting optional calling plans exist on an end user's account when ValueLink Extra - Local is ordered, it is the responsibility of the CLEC to delete the conflicting plans on an order. 

Billing    

If the MARC is not met, the CLEC will be billed the difference between the selected MARC and the actual annual revenue billed.

Growth Bonus  

· ValueLink Extra - Local end users with actual annual revenues exceeding their previous year's actual revenue or annual baseline will be eligible for an annual 10% Growth Bonus.   

· In year one the annual baseline revenue is an average of the sum of any three months (for example, August, September, and October) multiplied by 12.  

· The incremental revenue for year one would be year 1 actual revenue minus the annual baseline revenue. If the incremental revenue is greater than zero, it is multiplied by 10% and applied as a credit at the end of Year 1.  

· For Years 2 and 3, the previous year's annual revenue would be subtracted from the current year's revenue to obtain the incremental revenue amount. If that incremental revenue is greater than zero, it is multiplied by 10% and applied as a credit at the end of that year.  

· A growth bonus is based on an incremental year-over-year growth.  Maximum yearly growth bonus amounts can not be exceeded.  

· The Growth Bonus will be credited to each account telephone number based on contribution no later than the 14th month from the effective date of the contract  

· The Growth Bonus Discount applies to the following services: 

· Local Usage Charges  

· ISDN Data Service usage (Indiana)  

· Business basic exchange  

· Suburban Zone Service in Indiana  

· Business PBX trunks  

· Ameritech Digital Transport (ADTS) Port 

· Digital interface  

· DS1 Service  

· Multiplexer  

· Port

· Centrex Access Charges including SPO  

· Extended Community Calling (ECC) - Wisconsin only  

· Suburban Zone usage charges
