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Description   

Calling Party Pays Blocking allows landline end users to block their lines from making calls to cellular/paging subscribes of Calling Party Pays, thus preventing charges from being incurred.

Note:  Calling Party Pays is an Optional billing service available to Wireless Service Providers (cellular and paging).   It allows the Wireless Service Provider to bill the landline telephone end user for the airtime charges associated with calling the cellular/pager number. (Normally, the airtime charges are billed to the cellular/pager end user.)

Features

Calling Party Pays Blocking offers three options: 

· Block Calling Party Pays – cellular    

· Block Calling Party Pays – paging    

· Block Calling Party Pays – cellular and paging 

Callers to a Calling Party Pays subscriber will reach an announcement if the landline end user has Calling Party Pays Blocking. The announcement is:  

'The person you are calling subscribes to Calling Party Pays service. Calling Party Pays has been blocked by the owner of the phone number you are calling from.' 
If the end user has Calling Party Pays Blocking, the call will not complete at the conclusion of the announcement.
