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Description 

Centrex Routed Number is an optional Centrex feature which enables Centrex end users to maintain their number ranges to meet the FCC requirements for 'assigned' numbers. The FCC Order on Numbering Routed Optimization requires all non-working numbers that are part of a Centrex Common Block, be returned to the pool of available numbers for assignment to other end users. As of July 27, 2001, SBC is required to report existing reserve numbers. 
Centrex Routed Number converts Centrex nonworking telephone numbers to working Centrex telephone numbers within the Centrex common block.  The end user may also request new numbers within the CRN feature for future use.  

Centrex Routed Number routes calls made to a Centrex system telephone number to an answering point at the end user’s location (within the Centrex common block).
