Centrex Off-Premise Extensions 
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Description 

Off Premise Centrex stations are voice lines that work at an address other than the main listed or service address. They can be either an additional appearance of the same number (intra or inter central office) working at the main address (DPA) or a single appearance of a line working only at an address in a different wire center (SLA).

Miscellaneous Ordering Procedures 

Subsequent Centrex Orders: 

· Centrex class of service must be shown on the LSR form in the 'TOS' field. 

· Centrex service features are ordered on a REQ TYP 'P'. 

· USOCs that are common equipment to the ACS Centrex are shown on the LSR in the Account Feature Field. 

· USOCs that are applicable to the Centrex Station are shown on the Centrex Service Request Form in the Feature Field. (This application varies by state).

Billing 

Refer to state tariff for information regarding charges.
Recurring and Nonrecurring 

· 2001D can be provided from general facilities or Service Transport Facilities (STF) complement. 

· When mileage charges are applied to an extended line, the additional appearances of the line within the same location may be used without additional mileage charges. 

· Multi-point rates are not applicable to Centrex lines or the additional stations. 

· When extending an additional appearance of a Centrex line, apply mileage as follows:

· Measure mileage from the serving central office where the Centrex is located. 

· A local channel termination based on access area is billed at the off-premise location. 

· Inter-SA mileage applies when the off-premise location and the serving central office are in different SAs. 

· If the distance between Service Areas (SAs) is less than 12 miles, apply short haul mileage. 

· If the distance between SAs is 12 miles or more, apply long haul mileage.
