General   

· ADTS is offered in two service arrangements: Integrated and Non-Integrated.  

· The availability, functionality, and capability of Integrated Service Arrangements and Non-Integrated Service Arrangements may vary by serving CO. 

· AT&T will determine whether an Integrated or Non-Integrated distribution channel is required.
· The following features come standard with ADTS and carry no monthly charge.  

· Touch-Tone service
· Note: If needed for provisioning information, the appropriate Touch-Tone USOC should be used, but zero-rated.
· Clear Channel Capability (B8ZS)
· The NC/NCI will determine if end user wants Clear Channel. See the NC/NCI section of this document.
· ADTS is provided in 24-channel increments and can be used to provide one or up to 24 of the following services:    

· Direct Inward Dialing (DID) 

· One-way Incoming PBX Service 

· Two-way Incoming PBX Service 

· One-Way Outgoing PBX Service 

· ValueLink Premier PBX Service 

· Success 800 Dedicated Services 

· Toll Terminals (TSPS/Hotel/Motel)
Integrated Service Arrangement   
· Is offered in Digital COs when the end user requires only trunk-side connection and no line features. 

· Allows for the direct access of digital trunks from a digital CO switch to the end user CPE via DS1. 

· Is composed of four or more elements from the following list:  

· Trunk Terminations 

· DS1 Distribution Channel 

· Channel Mileage (when applicable) 

· Channel Mileage Termination (when applicable) 

· Digital Interface Termination 

· Two End User Common Line Charges apply per DS1
· Note: DID is the only trunk side connection available for the EWSD (Siemens) switch at this time.
Integrated Configuration 
· The DS1 transport facility terminates directly into the trunk side of a digital CO switch. 

· Provides trunks to be used as direct inward dialing (DID), direct outward dialing (DOD), Two Way, One Way (Non DID), or PBX services—including Toll Terminals (e.g., TSPS/Hotel/Motel), ValueLink Premier PBX, and success 800 Dedicated Services.  

· All central office switches have a line side and a trunk side. 

· PBX trunks provided without a DS1 are provisioned from the line side of the CO switch. They are not the same as Trunks provided over a DS1 that terminates on the trunk side of the switch, which would be an Integrated Service Arrangement.
· Trunks require Supervision (on/off hook), Signaling (pulsing), and Start Dial (signal) parameters to communicate between the CO switch and the end user switch. 

· The end user may choose to have the trunks operate in one of the following ways:  

· Important: The descriptions are from the central office switch to the end other switch.
· One-way incoming (calls are incoming to the CO switch, end user can only call out, e.g., DOD).
· One-way outgoing (calls are outgoing from the CO switch, end user receives incoming calls, e.g., DID or One Way (Non-DID).
· Two-way (calls are both incoming and outgoing from either the end user or CO switch).

· Hunting within the trunk group is inherent; members within the trunk group will hunt.
· Trunks require CO switch programming for supervision, signaling, and start dial requirements.
Non-Integrated Service Arrangement   

  

General   
Can be ordered as follows:  

· All Analog COs 

· Digital COs when the end user requests line features and/or when the end user requests a mix of line side and trunk side connections over the same DS1.
Note: The DS1 transport facility is terminated in a channel bank (multiplexer). The voice grade services are then brought from the line side of the CO switch and/or the trunk side services are brought from the trunk side of the CO switch and aggregated on the DS1 facility with plug-in equipment at the channel bank. The end user receives a DS1 digital hand-off.
· Provides line-side feature capability on PBX services, e.g., ground start, line ringing, Custom Calling features, Caller ID, etc.
· Provides serving arrangements that require a mixture of Integrated and Non-Integrated terminations.
· Provides services as lines or a mix of lines and trunks transported over the same DS1. Office equipment (OE) is required for all line features. The DS1 transport facility terminates in a channel bank (CO multiplexer).
· Is composed of four or more elements from the following list:  

· Trunk Terminations
· CO Multiplexer (and plug ins for Indiana and Wisconsin)
· DS1 Distribution Channel
· Channel Mileage (when applicable)
· Channel Mileage Termination (when applicable)
· End User Common Line Charges (2) per DS1
Non-Integrated Configuration   
· The DS1 terminates in a channel bank and the voice grade services are aggregated on the DS1. 

· Services are provided as lines unless a mix of lines and trunks are provided in a digital office.  

· IF a mix of lines and trunks are provided over the DS1 in a digital office, Then, the DS1 will still be terminated in a channel bank and both line side and trunk side services will be aggregated on the single DS1.
· The line services will function the same as any other line services that are not transported via a DS1.
· The trunks will function as those provided in an Integrated arrangement and will require CO switch programming for supervision, signaling, and start dial requirements (SPS orders required).
DS3 Transport Capability   
· DS3 Transport allows the flexibility of using a channel of a DS3 to transport the DS1, when the configuration of the DS3 allows. 

· Available on both Integrated and Non-Integrated Service Arrangements. 

· If the DS1 rides a channel of the DS3, the DS1 Local Distribution Channel (LDC) may or may not apply depending on the configuration of the DS3.  

· If any part of the DS1 LDC is not riding the DS3, the DS1 LDC charge is applicable. 

· If the entire DS1 LDC is riding the DS3, the DS1 LDC charge is not applicable.
· If the DS1 rides a channel of the DS3 and mileage is applicable the channel mileage and channel mileage termination of the DS1 may or may not apply depending on the configuration of the DS3.  

· If any part of the channel mileage of the DS1 is not riding the DS3 the charges are applicable. 

Availability    
· The Integrated Service Arrangement is available from 5ESS, DMS, and EWSD (DID only) COs.
· The Non-Integrated Service Arrangement is available in all COs. 

· ADTS is not available in Illinois. See Illinois Digital Trunking.
Restrictions/Limitations   
· Trunk and line side services cannot be mixed on an Integrated arrangement; they must be provisioned as Non-Integrated. 

· On Integrated Service Arrangements only, line features (e.g., multiline hunt groups, custom calling features) are not allowed. 

· End users requesting ADTS require a digital PBX or equivalent CPE to accept a 1.544 hand-off. 

· The following services cannot be transported via ADTS (see state specific CO Multiplexing tariff for availability to transport over DS1):  

· Interstate or IntraState access services 

· Business lines (POTS) 

· Channel services (e.g., tie lines, off-premises extension) 

· Base Rate Service 

· Centrex
· DID is the only trunk side connection available for the EWSD (Siemens) switch at this time.

· Remove a trunk.
· Remove telephone numbers from a DID Trunk Group.
· Change a telephone number.
· Complete a disconnect.
Activities that are NOT allowed on an account with ADTS include:   

· Adding a new DS1 with trunks.
· Change from Integrated to Non-Integrated or vice versa.
· Moving the DS1 to a new address.
