· A DS3 channel is a path for the nominal transmission of 44.736 Mbps asynchronous serial data. The actual bit rate and framing format is a function of the Network Channel Interface selected by the CLEC. DS3 channels are provided between designated CLEC premises or between end user designated premises and a central office. 
· DS3 Service is available with an electrical interface on the CLEC’s premises. SBC will terminate a DS3 channel at or near the end user premises in a recognized Network Interface (NI).

Architecture 
DS3 Service consists of the following components:
· Local Distribution Channel (LDC) 
· Channel Mileage 
· Channel Mileage Termination 
· Central Office Multiplexing - Optional
· Premises Termination 
· Fiber Hub Cross-Connection - Optional
Local Distribution Channel
The Local Distribution Channel (LDC) provides for the communication path between an end user’s designated premises and the serving wire center for that premises. 
Channel Mileage
Channel Mileage (CM) provides the transmission facilities between: 

· The Serving Wire Centers (SWC) associated with two CLEC premises. 

· A SWC associated with a CLEC 's designated premises and a fiber hub. 

· A SWC associated with a CLEC 's designated premises and a multiplexing serving office.
Channel Mileage is calculated with Vertical and Horizontal (V&H) coordinates based on the airline distance between the two locations involved. 
Channel Mileage Termination
The Channel Mileage Termination (CMT) provides for the termination of transmission facilities or Channel Mileage (CM) between: 

· The Serving Wire Centers (SWC) associated with two end user designated premises. 

· A SWC associated with an end user designated premises and a fiber hub. 

· A SWC associated with an end user designated premises and a multiplexing serving office.
One CMT charge applies per end of CM terminal. The CMT charge does not apply to circuits which have no CM. 
Premises Termination
· SBC will terminate electrical interface DS3 at or near the end user’s premises in a recognized Network Interface. For convenience and testing purposes, it is suggested that the end user consider placement of a second DSX-3 Cross-Connect Panel as Customer Provided Equipment (CPE). 

· The DS3 channel may be extended only 250 feet beyond the DSX-3 panel. Therefore, the space allocated by the end user for the equipment room must be within 250 feet of the CLEC 's location.
Fiber Hub Cross-Connection
· Fiber Hub Cross-Connection Service authorizes the cross-connection of DS3s at a DS1 level, at specific telephone company wire centers identified in the tariff of fiber hubs. 
· It should be noted that this service's name, 'Fiber Hub', can be misleading since it is not a requirement that a DS1 be on fiber facilities to qualify for Fiber Hub Service. Due to the requirements of DS3 Service, it is always delivered over fiber facilities. 
· The cross-connect serves as a 'jumper', connecting existing facilities between two CLECs. 
· A CLEC can order DS3 Service to terminate in a fiber hub for the purpose of cross-connection. 
· The cross-connect can be to the same or different CLEC; however, the CLEC requesting a cross-connection to another CLEC must be authorized to do so by the CLEC to whose service the connection is to be made. When two end users are involved, either CLEC may place the order and be billed, but a Letter of Agency is required. 
· The cross-connect allows easy access to the same or different end users in the Fiber Hub by offering shortened intervals of one business day and three business days. (Both circuits must exist in the fiber hub to qualify for the one- or three-day interval). This provides greater flexibility.

Restrictions/Limitations

· Multi-point configurations are not available.
· Term Payment Plan (TPP) must be satisfied before end user can pay the monthly extension rate. 
· Not available as Michigan/Canadian service. End users requesting this type of service should be directed to an interexchange CLEC.
· DS3 channel may be only be extended 250 feet beyond the DSX-3 panel.
· DS0 circuits cannot be loaded directly onto a CO muxed DS3.
· Timing is provided by the end user’s equipment.
Pre-Ordering 
SBC mechanized pre-ordering Operational Support System (OSS) is available to assist the CLECs on obtaining pre-ordering information. However, certain orders require a manual pre-ordering transaction before an LSR can be submitted successfully. The manual pre-ordering process is described in detail under the Pre-Ordering section of this handbook. 

When performing a manual pre-ordering transaction, fill in the LSR request as completely as possible using EDI/WebLEX. When the needed manual pre-ordering information is filled out, save the LSR request. Print a copy of the request and fax it to SBC along with the Manual Pre-Ordering Information Cover Sheet. SBC will fax back the needed pre-ordering information so the CLEC can successfully submit a firm LSR. 
Ordering 
End User Negotiations 

CLEC and Account Manager
Upon receipt of a end user request for DS3 Service, SBC will identify the desired due date, service locations, and quantities at each location. 

The CLEC must notify the end user that their involvement is necessary in the deployment of the DS3 Service. In order to meet the requested service date, the end user or CLEC must provide a secure, environmentally controlled room, conduit, etc., prior to the due date.
Account Manager
· The Account Manager will issue any internal documents. 

· The CLEC will provide pertinent feedback and assistance to the end user (areas such as pricing, due date, order status, limitations, etc.). 

· There is a 12-month minimum TPP required on each new DS3.
Removals
· Prior to removing any DS3, CLEC must verify that the term commitment for that component of the DS3 Service has been met. 

· If the commitment has not been met, the End User must be notified that removal of the DS3 Service will incur termination charges if disconnected. If the End User still requests that the service be removed, SBC will apply the Termination Liability before removing the DS3 Service.
DS3 on SONET Ring 

· A DS3 that is totally contained within the SONET does not require a TPP (Term Payment Plan) because there is no billing associated with the DS3. 

· A DS3, that leaves the SONET ring to be installed at a end user location, will have billing components and therefore needs a TPP.
Mixing Exchange and Access Circuits 

· Exchange DS1 circuits may ride an Access (FCC2) DS3. There is no limit to the number of exchange circuits that may ride an Access DS3. 

· Access DS1 circuits may ride an Exchange DS3. However, the 10% rule allows only 2 access circuits to ride an Exchange DS3. If more than two circuits are requested, the Exchange DS3 must be converted to an Access DS3.
Due Dates
Single DS3 circuits are available in a 15-day standard interval, where facilities exist.
All other DS3 Service due dates and critical dates are negotiated with the Account / Service Manager.

Circuit Identification 

Non-Channelized
When an LDC is connected to other components (such as another LDC, and if applicable, Mileage) to create an overall circuit, a traditional serialized Common Language Circuit Identifier (CLCI) will be assigned. The CLCI combined Service Code with Modifiers for DS3 Service is as HIDC.  Description is as follows:
· HI is the Service Code for a channel for the transmission of digital data at rates of 44.736 Mbps (DS3). 

· D is the intrastate modifier that identifies the circuit as a data circuit. 
· C indicates that the circuit is from telco customer to telco customer. All facilities are telco-provided, all electrically connected equipment is customer-provided.
Channelized
· The overall circuit identifier for a channelized (multiplexed) DS3 is a Common Language Facility Identification (CLFI) (e.g., 801 T3- LOC-A-CLLI MUXING-LOC-CLLI). 
· This CLFI will identify the entire multiplexed circuit, from CLEC premise to the central office where the multiplexing will occur, with mileage if applicable.
Common Language Facility Identification (CLFI)
The Common Language Facility Identification (CLFI) code is used to identify a DS3 Service when one or both ends terminate in a Central Office (channelized). In such cases, the CLFI is used instead of CLCI.
Carrier Facility Assignment (CFA) 

CFA is the assignment of a channel on a higher-speed channelized facility. The CFA consists of the higher-speed facility’s CLFI with the channel number assignment following the 'Type of Facility' (TI). The CFA appears within the S&E section of the order as follows:
On the order for the circuit that rides the channelized facility, the CFA is floated in the CKL info.  Each field equates to the following information:
· 101 or 801= Sequence number or facility designation 
· T3 = Type of facility
· 1-28 = Channel/Pair number - Enter a number 1-24. Do not zero fill numbers 1-9.
Examples: /CFA 801 T3 3 CLMBOH62HOI CLMBOH62
Common Language Circuit Identification (CLCI) Codes 

· Beginning with LSOR 5, the Service code piece of the CLCI is required on new circuits. 

· The Service Code is the first two characters of the CLCI. In the example shown below, the service code is DI.

General
· DS3 Service has a minimum 12-month service period. If the end user disconnects service three months after they install, they must pay termination charges for the 12 months of service for all components terminated. 
· End users requesting termination of existing DS3 LDCs, Mileage, Channel Mileage Terminations, and Multiplexing under an OPP/VTPP, prior to the expiration of the OPP/VTPP term, will be liable for payment of termination liability. All recurring price termination charges will be based on the OPP/VTPP prices in effect at the time of termination.
Payment Options/Contract
Optional Payment Plan
· DS3s are offered under three Optional Payment Plans (OPPs)/Variable Term Payment Plans (VTPPs). 
· The three OPP/VTPP options are 12, 36, and 60 months, with a minimum service period of 12 months. 
· An end user may assume a new OPP/VTPP on the same DS3 without termination liability, before the end of the existing OPP/VTPP only if the new OPP/VTPP extends the service obligation of the existing service beyond the date stipulated by the existing OPP/VTPP contract.
Exception: If the OPP/VTPP term has not been satisfied, Termination Liability applies on all DS3 disconnects. 
· After the full term of an OPP/VTPP has been fulfilled, the end user has the option to cancel the service, request that the service be extended under a new OPP/VTPP arrangement (to secure the current tariffed rates), or allow the service to default to the Monthly Extension Rate (MER).
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
