· Series 3000 channels are furnished within the approximate bandwidth of 300-3000 Hz for half duplex or full duplex operation. 

· Series 3080 and 3081 Local Area Data Channels (LADS) are suitable for baseband transmission between two stations within the same serving central office area. Service is limited to stations that are not more than six route miles apart.

Features

Functionality
· Local Area Data Channels (LADS) are furnished for transmission of digital data signals between two stations within the same serving central office area, and are offered only for balanced transmission of data signals conforming to specified signal power limitations and other parameters.

· Service is limited to stations that are not more than six route miles apart.

· Two types of Local Area Data Channels are available: 

· Type 3080: two-wire facilities 

· Type 3081: four-wire facilities 

· LADS is sub-voice and works only on non-loaded facilities within the same central office area. (Non-loaded facilities are metallic circuits without inductors or load coil that are normally provided to control frequency loss). The CLEC must pay a special construction charge to unload facilities where none are available. 

· LADS circuits work with CPE equipment called local area data sets or line drivers. LADS circuits do not have a guaranteed speed. The speed of data transmission is dependent on the CPE equipment and cable distance. 

· Data messages are transmitted over telephone company facilities to provide a point-to-point analog circuit that enables the end user to transmit data between specific locations. Each location houses Customer-Provided data Equipment (CPE). 

Analog means signals are transmitted as electric waves. Computers "talk" to each other in digital language. When an analog circuit is used, digital data is converted to analog format when sending, and back to digital when receiving. Equipment is CLEC or end user provided. 

The user's equipment determines the required analog transmission method: 

· One-way, receive only 

· One-way, send only 

· Two-way, simultaneous, two-wire or four-wire 

· Two-way, non-simultaneous, two-wire 

· Two-way, non-simultaneous, four-wire 

Optional Features and Functions

Customer Operating Center Service (COCS)
· End users that use large quantities of channels between their premises and their normal serving central office (i.e., local channels) in connection with burglar alarm channels that terminate at the end user's premises may subscribe to Customer Operating Center Service (COCS). 

· COCS is an arrangement where SBC Ohio will provide dedicated complements of cable pairs between the end user's premises and the normal serving central office. The CLEC is charged for:

· Dedicated complements in lieu of local loop charges 

· Appropriate Service Area Function (SAF) and S&E charges for each local channel activated 

· All patron's lines connected through the COC, which includes local channels and interoffice mileage, where applicable, between the patron's premises and their normal serving central office 

· At the time COCS is requested, the CLEC is responsible for furnishing SBC Ohio with an estimate of the number of dedicated cable pairs required. 

· Complements are available in 100, 200, 300, 600, 900, or 1200 pair sizes. 

· Length is measured in 1/4-mile increments from the end user's premises to the serving central office. The maximum length that will be furnished is one mile. 

· See Billing for applicable rates and charges. 

Sharing

Joint Use Arrangement
· Joint Use Arrangements are offered in connection with private line services furnished on a 24 hour per day, seven-day per week basis for private line voice, teletypewriter, data transmission or remote metering, supervisory control, and miscellaneous signaling purposes.
Note: Joint Use Arrangements are not offered in connection with above private line services when those services are furnished for use in connection with composite data service.

· A joint user of a private line service must have a local channel and station located on his premises. 

· The CLEC or end user is solely responsible for the manner in which the joint use of the service will be allocated. Any requests for service, including additions, rearrangements, relocations, modifications, or disconnection of service will be accepted only from the CLEC. 

· See Joint Use Service Arrangement Charges, within this document, for a listing of joint use rates and USOCs. 

Restrictions/Limitations
· Ohio LADS is available only as follows: 

· Continuous or non-continuous property 

· Intraexchange within a LATA (same wire center) 

· Two-point 

· Non-loaded facilities only 

· On stations that are not more than six route miles apart 

· LADS may not be connected to facilities furnished for exchange or toll service. 

· LADS channels require the use of cable facilities having neither load coils nor bridge-tap. In the event such facilities are not available, SBC will, at the CLEC's request, remove load coils and bridge-tap from facilities at cable opening. 

· Provisioning of LADS is subject to the availability of existing facilities. 

· Data Conditioning is not applicable. 

· Channels, including channels created by the CLEC or end user, may not be connected with other private line services or with the exchange or toll network. 

· Where abnormal costs are involved in deriving the channel, additional rates or charges based upon costs incurred apply. 

· Temporary suspension of service is not allowed

Pre-Ordering Information

SBC mechanized pre-ordering Operational Support System (OSS) is available to assist the CLECs on obtaining pre-ordering information.  However, certain orders require a manual pre-ordering transaction before an LSR can be submitted successfully.  The manual pre-ordering process is described in detail under the Pre-Ordering section of this handbook. 

When performing a manual pre-ordering transaction, fill in the LSR request as completely as possible using EDI/WebLEX.  When the needed manual pre-ordering information is filled out, save the LSR request. Print a copy of the request and fax it to SBC along with the Manual Pre-Ordering Information Cover Sheet.  SBC will fax back the needed pre-ordering information so the CLEC can successfully submit a firm LSR.

Procedures

New Connect

1. Determine service type and assign common language. See FIDs / CLCI – Common Language Circuit Identification, within this document, for complete information. 

2. Determine if all circuit locations are within the same LATA. 

Note: LADS circuits must be within the same wire center.

3. Obtain the circuit exchange locations and the number of locations per circuit from the end user.

4. Obtain the order details from the end user and enter on the LSR.  Include the following : 

· Address for each location 

· Contact names and numbers 

· Termination equipment

5. Negotiate a due date. See Due Date Intervals, within this document. 

6. Review the order details. 

7. Issue the LSR. 

Subsequent Order Activity

1. Obtain the circuit and billing numbers. 

2. Determine the nature of the end user's request. 

3. Obtain the details necessary to handle the end user's request. 

4. Establish a due date and access. 

5. Issue the LSR.
Note:  If Bridge Tap or Load Coils need to be removed, the Bridge Tap or Load Coil Removal Notification form will be faxed to the CLEC for their signature.  Failure to sign and return the form will result in the LSR being rejected.

CLS – Special Service Circuit Identification in CLCI – S/S Serial Number Format

· Identifies the circuit with a unique number.

· Required on each circuit.

Assigning the CLCI – Common Language Circuit Identification

How to interpret the CLCI:

· LA = Service Code

· DA = Modifier

· Modifier D = Data / IntraLATA/Intrastate

· Modifier A = Circuit is TELCO end user to TELCO end user. All facilities are TELCO provided. All electrically connected equipment is end user provided.

LCON – Local Contact

· Indicates the name and telephone number of the person, at each circuit leg, who is responsible for making the necessary arrangements for installation. Including but not limited to equipment location, commercial power source, access to the premises, etc.

· Required on each leg of the circuit.

LSO – Local Serving Office

· Indicates the Central Office, which serves the end user premises in which the circuit terminates.

NC – Network Channel

Not applicable to this service.

NCI – Network Channel Interface

Not applicable to this service. 

PFW – Provision Four-Wire

· Indicates the circuit is to be provisioned as 4-wire.

SA – Service Address

· Indicates the physical address at which the service is located when different from the listed address.

SCS – Secondary Class of Service

· Indicates the secondary class of service whenever the class of service for a particular order entry differs from the main class of service on the account.

SN – Service Name

· Indicates the name of the end user at a location.

Billing Information

Monthly Rate Elements

Local Channels
One Local Channel (LC) is required to connect the serving central office or rate center to the first termination of the service on non-continuous property. 
Service Area Function
· Service Area Function (SAF) denotes the necessary items added to the local channel to provide the specific type of service designed (i.e., voice, data). 

· SAF codes are unique for each type of service. 

· One SAF is applied per billable local channel. 

Continuous Property Circuits
· Some property circuits are considered deregulated inside wire. 

· Buildings located on separate plots of ground and occupied by various end users shall be treated as being on continuous property, when such plots are situated so as to constitute continuous property were they occupied by a single end user. In such cases, conduit shall be provided and maintained in its entirety between buildings by the CLEC or end user, or another person such as a building owner, contractor, etc. 

· Whenever SBC Ohio’s general distributing plant is used by the end user to connect terminations or stations within a building or on the same continuous property, the stations or terminations are considered to be on non-continuous property for purposes of rate and charge applications. 

Extension
The term "additional termination" is the extension of a non-continuous property location from the initial termination to a termination in the same building or different building on the same continuous property.

Nonrecurring Charges (NRC) Application

Administrative Charge

· Applies any time a CLEC initiates an order for service. 

· Applies once per order, regardless of the number of facilities ordered. 

· All details for services for a particular order must be identical. 

· All services on a request must have the same CLEC-requested service date. 

Design & CO Connection Charge

· Applies any time a CLEC initiates an order for service that requires engineering and/or connection or changes at the SBC central office. 

· Applies once per circuit, line, or trunk affected by the order. 

EXCEPTION: If a single order involves 500 or more terminations at the same location on the same CLEC-requested date, the individual NRCs for the services provided will not apply, except for the Administrative Charge. The CLEC will be notified and will be provided with an estimate of the design and installation charges involved based on the specific work to be performed.

Customer Connection Charge

· Applies any time a CLEC-initiated order for service requires connection of or changes to a local distribution channel (LDC). 

· Applies once per LDC. 

EXCEPTION: If a single order involves 500 or more terminations at the same location on the same CLEC-requested date, the individual NRCs for the services provided will not apply, except for the Administrative Charge. The CLEC will be notified and will be provided with an estimate of the design and installation charges involved based on the specific work to be performed.

Service Rearrangements

· Service Rearrangements entail changes to existing (installed) services that do not result in either a change in the minimum period requirements or a change in the physical location of the point of termination at the end user's premises. 

· The following record order changes will be made without charge: 

· Change of name (SN) only 

· Change of address that does not require physical relocation of equipment 

· Change of CLEC or end user contact name 

· If a modification of use causes a service to be redesigned either from an Access to an Exchange status or from an Exchange to an Access status, the existing service is considered terminated. Termination Liability, if appropriate, is applied to the terminated service. All nonrecurring charges appropriate for the new service apply. 

Interpremises Wire (Routed Direct)

· Terminations of routed direct channels in the same or different buildings, or non-continuous or continuous property, are considered interpremises wire and are billed on a time & material (T&M) basis. 

· Interpremises wire routed direct on non-continuous property 

· Estimates, preparation, material handling, and clean-up 

· The Premises Work Charges - Complex Services is based on the cost of  SBC labor (time) for work on premises wire or interpremises wire and is in addition to the actual material cost (wire, cable, jacks, and miscellaneous materials) specified in the SBC materials price list. 

Premises Work Charges - Complex Services

· Applicable for CLEC-requested work on premises wire within the end-user's premises on the end-user's side of the line terminating equipment. 

· Includes wiring on the same premises (same building, or different buildings on the same continuous property). 

· Excludes right-of-way properties by the CLEC, end user, their vendor, or SBC at deregulated T&M rates. 

· There is no T&M charge for the SI itself.

· The CLEC and each joint user will be billed for the components of the service each receives on a percentage of use basis as specified by the user. Each joint user is responsible for payment of such charges, though the CLEC holds ultimate responsibility for payment of joint use charges. 

Minimum Billing/Termination

The minimum period of service is one month, except as provided elsewhere, and except where the cost of special construction would necessitate a longer minimum period. 

Interruption of Service

· No credit is allowed for interruption to service of less than 30 minutes. 

· Interruptions of 30 minutes or over are credited to the CLEC at the appropriate monthly charge in half-hour multiples for each half hour or major fraction thereof of interruption. 

Suspension/Denial of Service

SBC may, by notice in writing to the CLEC, discontinue service for: 

· Nonpayment of any sum. 

· Violation of any of the conditions or regulations governing the service. 

· Performing any service in competition with service, which the telephone company may now or later furnish.
