(AT&T Midwest) LSMS GTT Substitution Data Form Instructions

1. Mark the appropriate box to signify if this is a new request, change to an existing record or a deletion of an existing record. If this is a deletion, please note that upon completion of this request, you will need to modify the routing on existing ported subscriptions. The NPAC can perform an mass modify, upon your request. NPAC Mass Modification forms can be found on the NPAC website From the NPAC Secure site (www.npac.com/secure; you will need an NPAC login & password), go to User M&P’s>>(under Detailed M&P’s/”NPAC Support Section”) select Mass Modifications Requests to get the form (there’s a US and Canada form).
2. Enter your SPID. ( LNP Service Provider, 4-digit, ID number) In many cases your SPID is your operating company number (OCN). This must be the same SPID that the LRN is built against in NPAC.

3. Enter your ten digit Location Routing Number (LRN). This is usually a ten digit telephone number your company assigned to a specific central office. In some cases, you may have multiple LRNs for an individual switch. In this case, you would need to submit one form per LRN.

4. Enter your gateway point codes for LIDB, CNAM, and CLASS. These must be the same ones that are entered in each of your subscriptions (in NPAC). Note:  If AT&T is providing your LIDB, then the LIDB gateway would be 243-250-253. If AT&T is providing your CNAM, then the CNAM gateway would be 243-250-005. If you are requesting to perform CLASS with AT&T, then the CLASS Gateway would be the point code that is translated in the switch (end office that is associated with the LRN entered on this form).

5. Answer the Yes/No questions: If this request is for a disconnect, mark “No” to the question that pertains to the service you are disconnecting. Mark “Yes” if AT&T is providing that service. 

6.  If you are performing CLASS with AT&T or any other company connected to AT&T SS7 network, please enter the point code of your End Office Switch (which will be performing CLASS functionality) along with a SSN 251 on line 6 of the form:

CLASS DPC (9-digit)=___-___-___/CLASS SSN (3- digit)=251 

If you are performing CLASS with AT&T Mdiwest but have network you would like all queries to go to your Network STP, enter that point code and SSN 000. 

Please note: Your LRN must reside with the NPAC before submitting this substitution table request to AT&T Midwest. If it does not exist, we are unable to build our substitution table against it.

Also, if you've already ported subscriptions (numbers) to the NPAC with the LRN you have entered on this form, it will be necessary to issue a modify request to the NPAC for each ported subscription which was activated prior to a substitution table being changed/built.

Once complete, please e-mail the form to your service manager or account manager.  They will forward the form to the appropriate workgroups.
