Local Interconnection Trunks (LIT)
This document is intended to provide general information specific to Local Interconnection Trunks (LIT) for Switch Based CLECs who have a switch to interconnect with AT&T switches.  

In accordance with the applicable CLEC Interconnection Agreement (ICA), where appropriate, AT&T and the CLEC will meet to discuss interconnection trunk groups, trunk architectures and NPA/NXX routing. The discussion will include but is not limited to: establishing Point of Interconnection (POI), method of interconnection, required trunk groups, switch information, LERG (Local Exchange Routing Guide) updates, and any additional information needed to establish an interconnection network. The AT&T Network Interconnection Team (NIT) Lead will be the point of contact to facilitate these joint planning calls (JPCs) and the NIS/Forecast (Network Information Sheet) process.
