Line Splitting Discussion

Project Updates

Other Discussion:

Retail CSR referral issue -- AT&T (Bill) advised that the effort in MW region to provide a SPOC for “residential” (consumer) CSR record errors when the losing line is retail (similar to business process outlined in CLECAM06-038) is still pending.
VLEC/DLEC Coordinated LNP issue -- John (Synchronoss Tech) brought up a question from discussion in morning session relating to what process AT&T (ILEC) could guarantee that a customer who has AT&T voice service and DSL from a CLEC provider will not lose their DSL service upon the LNP port out completion.  AT&T (Bill) explained that this goes back to the premise of DLEC Right of Refusal on the xDSL capable loops.  If the winning provider wishes to also provide data service, then the existing REQ B process(es) can allow that xDSL loop to be reused.  However, if the winning provider only wants to provide voice – disposition of the data capable loop is still the domain of the “DLEC” in the old HFPL arrangement.

Other than end user education at the time of conversion, the issue of ensuring no service interruption on the data service is really an issue between the CLEC(s) and the end user in question.
Future Status of the Line splitting agenda item -- AT&T (Bill) advised that since the only outstanding issue that has been brought up in the line splitting time over the past few months was the CSR issue and the AT&T POC is changing jobs, AT&T proposes dropping line splitting as a standing agenda item and handling future line splitting related issues in CUF and/or CMP on an “on demand” basis, meaning time will be scheduled to bring SMEs to the CMP/CUF as needed when there is an issue to be addressed, but the standing agenda item will be dropped.  Logix (Howard) advised that would be acceptable.  No other comments received from the CLECs.
