Discussion Summary:

CLECs met the week of January 19th to discuss the pricing structure they envisioned for the proposed “loop splitting” architecture.  CLECs in attendance at that meeting included AT&T, Covad, MCI, and Vartec.  The conclusions reached during that meeting were distributed to many CLECs, and CLECs were asked to respond with their agreement or dissent.  MCI reported that no responses disagreeing with the conclusions from the January 19th meeting had been received.  ASI noted that it was unable to attend the meeting, and the conclusions were still under review and that it did not agree or dissent at this time.

Sam Tennerelli from MCI spoke on behalf of the CLECs and stated that “loop splitting” should have the same rate structure as line splitting, potentially including such elements as a service order charge, cross connect charge, xDSL loop charge, and Loop Qual charge.  While the specific elements are not agreed to, it was suggested that these combined unbundled elements be included in one pricing package.  CLECs did not discuss whether or not they would be willing to pay for developmental costs related to “loop splitting”.  CLECs also clarified that they see “loop splitting” as a UNE offering.  
Some discussion was held regarding operational issues related to the provisioning of a “loop splitting” product.  SBC-13STATE advised that some system reprogramming may be required, CFA locations may need to be added on the frame, and ordering procedures may include using an Access Service Request (“ASR”).

CLECs raised concern about some of the operational issues SBC-13STATE addressed. It was agreed that additional diagrams and explanations around how line splitting inventory assignments are made, and how that impacts a potential “loop splitting” design would be discussed in the February Collaborative.  SBC-13STATE will post these diagrams to the CMP website by the end of this week.  AT&T also voiced, on behalf of the CLECs, that they would not be satisfied with a product offering that included the use of an ASR since this would require the CLECs to use two different ordering systems for one “product”.  

SBC-13STATE noted that it is not obligated to develop a “loop splitting” product since there are other viable solutions available today.  Therefore, SBC does not agree with CLECs’ proposed classification of “loop splitting” as a UNE offering.

Action Items:

2- SBC-13STATE to post line splitting and “loop splitting” diagrams to the CMP website by January 30th.
