SBC (Bill) indicated draft letter articulating the revised position on Right of First Refusal on the xDSL capable loop is still pending completion/review.    Will be posting AL draft on the CMP Line splitting website once ready for CLEC review.   
Loop Splitting option/alternatives
SBC (Bill) indicated that the follow-up discussion to re-review the options available to CLECs that desired to loop split will have to be deferred to January 2006.    Collo-to-collo cabling option is and continues to be available to CLECs, but will still reconvene internal SBC SMEs who participated in earlier loop splitting discussions to review status and target update on the January 2006 meeting.   
Other Discussion:
· CCR03-028 – SBC (Bill) confirmed that the CUF lop has been updated with status.    SBC agreed that if loop re-use issues reappear, issue can be re-opened as needed to address any issues.  

· Choice One (Linda Peterman) indicated that there are currently regularly scheduled calls regarding data migration scenarios being held as an OBF sub-team and she did not think that any SBC representative had been participating at this time.    Linda offered to forward meeting information to Bill for reference. SBC (Bill) indicated that SBC has designated representatives for OBF, but indicated would like to see meeting notification as well.
