2. Contact the SCP planner (details are provided in the sales kit) for the appropriate ENSEMBLE LATA.  Ask him/her if there is enough Inter-office trunking to the end offices for the ENSEMBLE Hub for the requested volume of Primes.

3. Will the end user’s local loop facilities for ENSEMBLE be provided by Ameritech or CLEC? If Ameritech does not provide facilities, provide the name of the carrier, which will be providing the loop facilities. If only Ameritech facilities are to be used in the installation, only complete the following section entitled “New ENSEMBLE install using AIT facilities” (Attachment A). ATTACHMENT A – New ENSEMBLE installation using AIT (Ameritech) facilities

DS1 Local Loop Facilities (LDC)
a) Contact the LCP (Loop Capacity Planner) for the end user’s local serving area to determine what facilities are available to the end user site. The LCP should be listed in AFFTS under the ISPs serving Central Office. If you need assistance with finding the LCP, please contact your Tech Planner. The LCP will need the volume of DS1s/DS3s that will be installed, the address of the ISP and the forecast of DS1’s over the next 2 years. Ask the LCP what existing capacity is available to the end user. If there are any growth jobs in the end user’s area, is the building the ISP is in served by SONET/Fiber? This is information that is valuable not only for installation but also growth. Document the capacity on the Facilities form.

b) Depending on the facilities to the end user’s site (as indicated by the LCP) will there be enough Ds1s to install the volume of ENSEMBLE Primes? If there is enough capacity, skip to f). If capacity is lacking, complete c), d) and e).

c,d,e)
Loop capacity is insufficient according to the LCP, therefore, will need to increase the 

loop capacity in order to install the ENSEMBLE service. Capacity can be increased in 

two ways, 1) by disconnecting existing DS1 services (Prime and ADTS-E) which the ISP will no longer need after the ENSEMBLE installation, and 2) physically building more facilities to the end user (growth job). Growth jobs are expensive and may take many months to complete.

If the end user will be disconnecting Primes/ADTS-E services to move to ENSEMBLE 

Prime service, then it is possible to reuse those DS1 facilities in the installation process. 

Indicate if the end user will be disconnecting Primes/ADTS-E, d) how many facilities

will be available, and e) will there be enough facilities for the installation. If a growth job is required, contact the Technical Planner for assistance. An example to illustrate why the information is needed is provided below.



The ISP end user has 14 Primes, 12 of which are FX’d to surrounding areas. The

 traffic currently riding these Primes will be moved over to ENSEMBLE. The 

LCP has indicated there are 8 DS1s available to the end user for additional services. At this point service management would disconnect 7 of the ISP’s existing Primes (traffic has been moved to ENSEMBLE), and use those DS1 facilities to install the remaining ENSEMBLE Primes. Finally the remaining ISP traffic would be moved to the ENSEMBLE Primes and disconnect the ISP’s remaining 7 Primes.

Facilities from the ENSEMBLE Hub office to the end users serving office (FX end users only)

ATTACHMENT B – New installation (3rd party facilities)

New installation – CLEC/3rd Party Facilities
a) Get a copy of the CSR with CLLI & CFA for service management. This is 

required for installation. The CSR should be obtained by the end user from their facilities provider. A Letter of Authorization/Agency (LOA) may be signed by the end user, empowering the CLEC and Ameritech’s Service Manager to deal directly wit the provider on behalf of the end user. It is a good idea to obtain this even when the end user is coordinating services with both providers.

b) Simply document the information from the CSR. Contact the Technical Planner 

for assistance if necessary.

c) What is the name of the company providing the facilities?

d) Document the facility provider’s contacts for general coordination and ordering. If  a LOA has been obtained, these will be the contacts which service management works with to coordinate the installation.

e) How many Ds1s will be delivered to the collocation office? This should be the 

same as the number of ENSEMBLE Primes, unless the end user is purchasing bulk facilities such as SONET, or Channelized DS3.

f) Explain exactly what is expected from Ameritech in delivering facilities to the 3rd 

party facilities provider. Be as specific as possible.
