MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

for Yellow Zone Process – (YZP) Trial
I am an official of Ameritech Advanced Data Solutions of Illinois, Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, and Wisconsin, Inc(all using the name SBC Advanced Solutions) (“Certified Local Exchange Carrier” or  “CLEC”) and am authorized to commit my company to the conditions stated herein:

1. CLEC agrees to participate in the Yellow Zone Process (YZP) with Illinois Bell, Indiana Bell, Michigan Bell, Ohio Bell and Wisconsin Bell (“Ameritech”) during a trial period. This is a voluntary trial, the terms and conditions for which have been provided to CLECs via Accessible Letters CLECAM01-178 AND CLECAM01-179 issued on June 20, 2001.

2. The objective and intention of this YZP trial and associated Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is to reduce the average installation intervals by eliminating the need for Ameritech to obtain authorization from the CLEC to proceed with loop conditioning work and associated charges to the CLEC, on a loop specific basis, for loop lengths between 12 Kft and 17.5 Kft. 

3. Upon CLEC’s request and within three (3) business days from execution of this MOU, Ameritech will implement YZP for new requests received from the CLEC.  Requests in process at the time the Agreement is executed will not be subject to YZP.

4. CLEC certifies that, when ordering HFPL Line Sharing from Ameritech, CLEC authorizes Ameritech to perform and agrees to pay Ameritech the rate specified in its interconnection agreeement to perform all necessary conditioning, on HFPL orders where the loop length is between 12 Kft. and 17.5 Kft., when conditioning is required in order to support Digital Subscriber Line (DSL) service on such loop.  This will apply to Local Service Requests (LSRs) that are submitted using the ‘UALNQX’ Spec. Code, or commonly referred to as the ‘As Is’ Specification Code, only.  This YZP does not apply to LSRs that are submitted with any of the other approved Specification Codes, notably ‘UALM13’ (DSL Capable Loop which meets the minimum qualification standards for PSD #5 without conditioning and does not exceed 14.5 kft) or UALM32’ (Loop meets minimum qualification standards for requested PSD, No Conditioning Authorized). 

5.  CLEC agrees to pay Ameritech for the conditioning performed at the rates specified in the CLEC's interconnection agreement.

6.  Either party may terminate participation in YZP, and by association terminate this MOU, upon written notice to the other party.   Ameritech may also elect to revise the terms and conditions of the trial or to extend the trial period upon written notice to the CLECs.

7.INDEMNIFICATION -- CLEC agrees to indemnify, defend and hold Ameritech harmless from and against any claims, damages or losses (including any direct, indirect, special or consequential damages of any kind whatsoever) resulting from participation in this trial unless such damages or losses resulted from any grossly negligent acts or willful misconduct committed on the part of Ameritech. 
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
